Rector’s Address Year Thirteen Graduation 2007

There are other doors still to be opened

ood afternoon and welcome: Board members, Mrs Hines — Chair of the
Board of Trustees, Mr Shechan — Chair of the Board of Proprietors, Fr
Kevin, Fr Peter, Fr Mateo, staff, parents, friends and students.

I'was privileged recently to meet and hear an address by Peter
Snell. For any who don’t know the name, Peter Snell is a New
Zealander who dominated middle distance running on the
world stage from 1960 to 1965. He won three Olympic Gold
medals at 800 and 1500 metres. He held eight world records
and two Olympic records at distances from 800 and 1500
meters and for the mile. He was the first person inducted into
the NZ Sports Hall of Fame, and in 2000 was chosen NZ’s
sportsman of the 20" Century.

There are two things in his life that impressed me and that
I think our students can learn from. The first is that he didn’t
take up competitive athletics until he was nineteen, after
he left school. In his final years at Mt Albert Grammar in
Auckland, he was only the third best middle distance runner
in the school, and did not train seriously for athletics. Just two
years later, at 21, he won Olympic Gold at Rome in the 800
metres. While he was a talented all-round sportsman at school,
he had set his sights on a professional tennis career. It took a
few significant losses at tennis at top

graduates. Many of the jobs that our graduates will do over
their working lives have yet to be invented. The ability to
learn and re-learn as technology opens up new options and
calls on different kinds of talents will be essential. As parents,
there is an understandable anxiety as the end of secondary
school approaches and a son or daughter is unable to decide
what path he or she wants to follow. In these days when study
often requires taking out a student loan, the best advice is
not to take on tertiary study because it is what is expected
after finishing school. Too often, one or two years study in
a particular field only helps your sons or daughters to decide
that it is not the field or career they want to pursue. By then,
they have accumulated a five figure student loan. There is real
merit in some kind of a “gap” year away from study for those
who really have no idea what they want to do in the first years
out of school. What might appear to be a waste of time in the
short term from a parent’s point of view may prove to be a
saving of both time and money in the longer term.

level in New Zealand to convince
him to try athletics. He teamed up
with a coach called Arthur Lydiard

The second thing that impressed
me on hearing Peter Snell, was what
he has done with his life once he
retired from athletics. He realized

who had very different training
methods, and the rest is history.

During your school years, as students you have many chances
to try yourself out against academic, cultural, sporting and
life challenges. You will have mastered some, endured others
and rejected a few as not being what you are cut out for. You
probably think you know your strengths and limitations
reasonably well. What Peter Snell’s experience shows you is
that there are other doors still to be opened, and that some
of those you have closed may still, after College, be worth re-
opening. It may not be an Olympic medal that comes your
way, but there are many other goals that are worth achieving
in a wide variety of sporting, academic, cultural, business and

spiritual fields.

To the old question of “what are you going to do after you
leave school?”, your answer may well be, “I don’t know as yet”.
If that is the case, then time is on your side. More than ever
in the 21 century, being able to move from one type of job
or profession to another will be a key requirement for school

that at he could either live in NZ for
the rest of his life, enjoying the status
that came from he had done in his 20’s, or try out another
field. So at age 34, with no academic background other than
secondary school where he twice failed to achieve University
Entrance, he entered an American university. Now, he holds
a PhD and works as an Assistant Professor and Director of
the Human Performance Laboratory at the University of
Texas. At age 68, he is extremely fit, enjoying his job and has
no intention of retiring. Peter Snell, leading researcher and
academic is not what he is remembered for in New Zealand.
But in terms of Peter’s personal life satisfaction, he feels the
second 34 years of his life have been as rewarding as the first
34. Once again, he discovered a talent that he didn’t know he
had, and developed it to the maximum. His story is told in
a book just out called “From Olympian to Scientist”. Peter
stated that though that his real message to us is summed up in
the title of his last book — “Use it, or lose it”. Talents that are
neglected, whether you know you have them or not, will never
reach their potential unless you take some risks.
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Whatever path your lives follow when you leave this College,
I hope that here at St Patrick’s College you are developing a self-
belief based on faith in a God who loves you no matter what,
the courage to try new challenges, experience of success in some
sphere at College, and the ability to communicate with others,
and work in a team. Whether you are among the prizewinners
this afternoon or not, these are the qualifications that will be
important in the years ahead.

To the staff, we know who are leaving this year, I offer my
sincere thanks for all you have contributed to the College.
Mrs Bronwyn Lea-Hallot took leave during the year but has
now decided to pursue other interests and work and will not
be returning. I thank Mrs Elizabeth Pack who has relieved in
her place for three terms. Mrs Paringatai will be on study leave

next year. Mr Dan Bidwell has completed his first two years
of teaching successfully and is returning to his home town of
Auckland to continue his teaching career. Mr Ezref Zajgo leaves
us to teach closer to home in Wellington. His unique presence
and passion for all he does will be greatly missed.

My congratulations to our prize winners. To all those sitting
external exams over the next two weeks, try your hardest to
achieve to your highest potential, and do not settle for less.
To those who are not returning next year, thank you for what
you have contributed here and be proud and loyal Old Boys —

Wet, golden leaves are crushed into the cold, hard ground by the soles of my
thick leather shoes. The tired afternoon sun falls gently on the path ahead of me,
filtered softly through the skeletal branches that arch above me head. This arch
stretches into the distance to form a tunnel of cold, naked branches. I dig my
hands deeper into the warm pockets of my trench coat, I breath out a cloud of
thick billowing fog from behind my thick woollen scarf. I amble dreamily, lost in
thought towards the tunnel opening, where I can make out the delicate twinkling
of light reflected in the frozen blades of grass.

Just as I reach the tunnel opening, emerging into the sunlight, something
reaches out and grabs my attention. From the corner of my eye, lying on the path
to the right of me is a pigeon, passed away and now frozen in time. It's stiff, dead
wings striking a dramatic last pose in the moments before its death. In morbid
fascination, I bend down for closer scrutiny, taking note of every detail of its final
pose. It's slightly open beak with visibly frozen tongue, half open eye lids with
frozen glass eyes and its stiff frozen wings spread out against the dirt. The image
of this little bird strikes a chord deep within my conscience, running parallel with a
memory I have tried to bury. A mnemonic wave passes through me and I begin to
recall a most disturbing moment.

My mind flashes back to an inner city park, five winters ago and two hundred
kilometres away. I remember walking down the cobblestone path beset on either
side by brilliant white snow. The icy cobblestones forced met to carefully plant
each step to avoid slipping over. The delicate snow flakes that froze the pores of
my skin as the fell upon me face are fresh in my memory. I remember straying
from the path to trudge through the thick blanket of snow towards the frozen
pond, which shimmered like a glass ocean. I stood under the naked skeletal trees
surrounding the pond, and my eyes followed the frozen stream, that snaked into
the distance. I was as usual, lost in thought and I meandered under the phantom
trees following the course of the stream. But I remember how suddenly and how
violently my thoughts were interrupted when I lay eyes upon her and her upon
me.

Those ice covered blue eyes staring through me has always been burned into my
memory like a branding iron. The clusters of frost that hung from her soft, brown
hair and eyebrows. Eyelashes and skin. Even her teeth, which were made visible
by her slightly open mouth forever frozen in place. The always open mouth. The
icicles hanging from her fingernails stemming from her blue fingers which lay palm
side up, frozen to her forehead. The delicate features that formed a once pretty
face were contrasted with signs of violence. Purple bruises and red scabs covered
her face, screaming to me the violent nature of her death. I would learn later from
new reports that she had been stabbed through the chest which ultimately caused
her death. I could not see this at the time, as she was buried from the shoulders
down in a coffin of frozen dirt with a pall of white snow. What was never known
was her name, nor the name of her murderer. Even to this day, as I kneel over the
mnemonic dead bird that brought her back into my thoughts, she remains as just
another cadaver, another corpse, another number named Jane Doe.

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French Trip to Tahiti

Departing, this year, from the usual destination, the
Year 11 French class did not go to New Caledonia, as their
predecessors had, but chose instead to go to Tahiti.

A class of eight, as well as two
teachers; Mrs Anne Whiteford
and co-guardian Phillipa
Whiteford departed on an Air
Tahiti Nui acroplane destined
for the capital city of Papeete.

After an arduous journey of
approximately seven hours,
including a preliminary flight
to Auckland, the boys of class
of 2007 descended onto the
Faa’a International Airport in
Papeete to await the arranged
transport to their hotel, The
Royal Tahitian.

The experience would last a
total of eight days, the first comprised of travel and a good
night’s sleep — which passed without very much sleep at all.

Adjusting to the winter temperature of around thirty
five degrees, the group made it way down from the hotel to
experience the first of a five day course in French culture,
which took place at the Horizons Francophones: “Ecole de
Francais Langue Etrangére” or School of French Foreign
Language.

After the first full lesson of French, lasting more than three
hours, the class returned to the hotel to await its homestays,
French-Tahitian families would look after the students for
six days, to help improve their understanding of French and
Tahitian culture.

The first day the class had an introduction to Tahiti at
the Museum of Tahiti, the following day it was a trip to
the Village of the Crafismen, followed by a circle Island
tour of Tahiti-Nui, the first of two segments of the island,
the other being Tahiti-Iti, the surfing capital of the world.
Unfortunately we were unable to visit the second part of the
island.

After four days of learning French, the group took a ferry
to the neighbouring island of Moorea, for a relaxing day in
Paradise.

The afternoon included a fresh picnic lunch, followed by
snorkelling in the coral reef, where there were encounters
with Squid, Trumpet Fish, and a few displays of the native
women.

The next day the class disbanded so members could spend
the day with their host families.
There were also optional
activities which included yacht
trips, mountain drives, and
surfing and swimming at the

beach.

After a hot, relaxing and yet
exciting eight-day vacation, it
was time to return home.

Farewelling Tahiti, proved
more difficult than expected;
another seven-hour flight across
the Pacific back to Wellington,
where the families of the class
members were waiting to meet
their sons.

Athletics’ Report 2007

The athletics’ season for 2007 was always going to be hard work. We had lost a few key sprinters and had our top U14 sprinter
working to overcome a serious injury in time for McEvedy. On top of this, the Year 13 students, the last year group to have been
part of a McEvedy Champion team, turned up at school with a terrible attitude on the whole. A call for leadership and effort
was largely ignored — even by those with talent. This was a real disappointment and heralded one of the worst years in recent
history for Stream. Balancing this somewhat was the great turnout by the new Year 9 at pre-season training. They showed

determination and spirit.

The school sports day was a mess. This continued the trend of the last few years when it became apparent most boys were more
intent on dressing up and acting like spectators not participants. Old Boys’ team was named, but little talent had emerged.

Old Boys’ Cup

This year the meeting was held at Newtown Park. We were
the hosts and had elected to go to the park because of the
superior surface. In a complete reversal to 2006 we ended up
trailing in the 200’s by 18 points to 32. First up 200’s and ten
mins later we had 32 points and Town had 18. With no Shane
Ayrton due to injury, the U14 race went easily to Town, with
the first three places. In the U15 grade only Rene van Diggele
took points with second in 24.50 seconds. Mandella Nono
and Jason Woodward took first and second in the senior race
to pull back some points.

The 100m followed almost the same pattern, with Danny
Mcllwee reversing the placings in the U17 race with a win in
11.49 seconds. Nono took the senior 100m in a good 11.31
seconds. The 400m saw us finish 3 points down thanks to the
U17 and seniors grade taking good points to balnce the heavy
losses at the junior grades. MclIlwee finished a good day with a
52.82 second win in the U17 grade.

The 3000m tough-guy events saw Town, again, dominate
at the junior level with the first three placings. In the senior
grade Jesse Patel and Evan Cooper showed their experience
with a dominant one-two finish in 9:35 and 9:38 respectively.

In the field events the triple jump and long jump saw

Town move ahead with the long jump a strength for them.
Andre Maleaulu was a surprise winner of the U16 long jump
reaching 5.60m and Nono took first in the senior grade with
6.01m. The triple jump was a 2 point win for us with Ruchira
Fernandopoulle first in the U16 in 11.88m, Nono again
dominant with 12.46m just ahead of Jason Woodward on
12.30m. Matt Richardson emerged with a good 10.97m in

the Ul5 grade. The 800m points were evenly split. We took
three titles, thanks to Sam Dean, Corey Casey and Ryan
Maguren who ran 2:05 to support his intention to move down
in distance. At this point we knew the weaknesses Town had
in previous years were no more! The challenge from Town was
impressive.

Back in the field the throwing events were being split
fairly evenly. The javelin went to Town - a real blow. Blake
Thompson set a new personal best with a very good 58.01m
and Kyle Hitchman took the U16 title with 49.85m. We had
no other domination. In the shot, Stream lost by 4 points, in
spite of Faingaa and Falesiu taking 1* and 2™ in the senior
grade with 12.95m and 12.76m. Kevin Kruger, a talented
newcomer to the school from South Africa showed his prowess
with a strong first of 12.75m in the U15 grade, just ahead of
Attila V2’a. We did take the discus, with Kruger reaching
46.68m to take a good win, just ahead of Va’a again. Otto
Lupo took the U14 grade and Charlie Falesiu took the U17
throw with 41.49m. Our discus throwers had been leading the
way at training and this was just reward for them.

However, the day was heading Town’s way and in spite of us
taking the 1500m events by 10 points we lost the hurdles by
the same amount to see the Old Boys’ Cup lost — our first loss
in around seven years. This was a bitter pill to swallow but it
was predictable.

Blake was our only solo
medallist at these champs and fittingly took his medal in the
javelin to continue Stream’s domination of this event at the
NZ champs. We have very nearly taken medals in javelin in
every Secondary Schools champs over the last thirty-four
years.

Corey Casey

A fifth place in the senior 1500m was a reasonable result for
an athlete who had struggled with foot problems early in the
season.

Tactically very aware, Jesse made all the
right moves and will be confident of his ability, 4:10.75 for
his finals place.

The Junior 4x100m Team

The team of Josh Kurton, Otto Lupo, Philip Salevao, Shane
Ayrton and Matt Richardson ran superbly to take the silver
medal in 45.73 — a new school record and a time that would
have won the race the previous year.

Danny did not run well in 2006 and was at these champs to
make a point — he certainly did that, making the senior 100m
final and taking sixth place.

Into the home straight
he changed gears and hit the after-burners to take in several
places, finishing the race with a superb fifth position to lead
our team to fourth in the three man race and fifth in the six
man race. Shaun Smith in thirty-fifth and Callum Lawson in
forty-nineth were next, with Zac Press, George Vance and Josh
Kurton on the next fifty places. This was a great effort for a
talented and keen group of athletes. They did not get a medal
but now know that this is a definite possibility.

The Under 16 race saw only two Stream athletes and
therefore no team. The two performed with credit and their
effort is much appreciated.

The senior race was the last of the day and competitors had
six kilometres of mud to run over and through. The only good
thing was that the mud was not deep, mostly surface. It still
had become a course that suited the small, lighter boys. The
eventual winner from Nelson College was exactly that. He set
a blistering pace from the start and the field of 220 quickly
strung out.

Casey, in his first year as a senior and in his first race over
6km, took up a position around twentieth. Patel, Cooper and
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the big surprise of the year — Hamish Murphy — were right
on his heels. Four km into the race, Casey was still looking
comfortable as he slowly gained places. Behind him Cooper
was having the race of his life as he also started picking off
those in front of him. Hunt and Maguren had taken up
positions around 70*. Murphy and Patel maintained their
places, but a knee problem was causing Jesse difficulty.

Into the last 400m and Casey was flying, eventually taking
thirteenth place. Cooper wasn’t that far behind in twenty-
fourth, followed closely by a determined Murphy in thirty-
second. Patel, now in a lot of pain, hung on for forty-second.
Hunt improved to take sixthy-second and Maguren was
next with seventy-second. Our seventh and non-scoring rep,
Nathan “shoeless” Hope came in a respectable 124 with a
time for the six km that would suggest his natural stamina
is good.

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The Universal Word

My world is a kaleidoscope of sounds, colour and music. There are people all around me,
heaving and pushing, trying to get closer towards the band which has just taken the stage. It
is, of course, a hopeless struggle — there is a solid wall of humans in between the vast major-
ity of the audience, and the band — but still they carry on trying.

The band —I can't recall its name at present — strikes up a chord, and the place goes wild.
The drummer starts hammering away at his drum kit like the world is about to end, and he
has to hit a million drums a second to finish the song before it does.

The twin guitarists rip into their guitars, like lions into an antelope carcass, their fingers
moving over their fret boards faster than greased lightning with a turbocharger. The vocalist
is roaring into his microphone, with incomprehensible fury, and coloured spotlights sweep
over the crowd, picking out faces, streaked with sweat.

But I am away from it. This band is fast and energetic, its members are talented as indi-
viduals, and they have sent this hall into chaos after just a few seconds, but nevertheless, I
cannot bear to stand here a minute longer.

The sounds behind me fade as I make my way to the exit. It is like leaving a battlefield
— there are bodies strewn all over the floor, most of them drunk, and the machine-gun like
drumming and war-cry like vocalising — I cannot bring myself to call it singing — also add to
the effect.

Once I am out in the fresh air again, and can hear myself think, I ask myself: ‘why did I
leave?’ The band wasn't exactly bad, and — then I stop myself. They weren't bad. In fact,
they were rather good. But that was the problem. I repeat that word to myself, “good”. What
does it actually mean? By the time I step off the bus and walk the few steps to my house, I
think I've got it.

“Good"” has no meaning.

It has no meaning because it can be used in every circumstance I can think of. It can be an
adjective, a noun, a plural noun and a verb. It can be used by anyone, anywhere, at any level
of society. It can be used to describe almost anything: weather, day at school, play, concert,
state of international relations, and the list goes on.

I think of the many times I've used that word: “How was school?”, “*Good”, I would inevita-
bly answer. “"How was the Science test?” “Good". "How was soccer practise?” “"Good”. “How
was the French trip?” “Good". In fact, “good” may well be the most used word in the English
language. Think about it. How many times have you said “good” today? How many books
have you read that haven't had the word “good” in them? If your answers are “quite a few”
and “none”, then you're not alone.

I've reached home by this time, and quietly let myself into the house. I have to find out
what the master says. The second-highest selling book in the world — after the Bible — must
have the answer. And no, it’s not Harry Potter. It is of course, the humble dictionary. Page
365 is brave enough to house this catastrophically destructive word, and almost the whole
page is dedicated to its description. It has twenty different meanings. No, that is not a spell-
ing mistake. twenty different meanings for a four letter word, and in a Thesaurus, there are
166 synonymes. I have typed that in bold so you know your eyes aren’t deceiving you. One
hndred and sixty-six words that mean exactly the same thing as “good”.

I think I have made myself clear. "Good" is an amazing word, and is used an awful lot in our
lives. However, this is not a particularly good thing. Why don't we use one of those 166 other
words, instead of the usual monotonic “good” for a change? Just because it is easy to say
and spell, doesnt mean we have to always use it.

Unfortunately, it is not that easy. After walking into the lounge to announce that I had, in
fact, emerged alive from the concert to my parents, the inevitable question was thrown my
way: “How was the concert?” and the answer was already out of my mouth before I could
think: “Good” I answered. And punched myself.
