Rector’s Address

ood afternoon and welcome: Distinguished guests, staff, parents,

friends and students.

Two thousand and nine — the year Michael Jackson died. Michael
Jackson’s death, like his life was pure showbiz, drama and controversy.
Possibly accidentally killed by his doctor, it took three months before
he was finally buried. Yet the appeal of Michael Jackson lives on — the
posthumously released film, This Is It, has grossed over $200 million in its

first two weeks in the USA.

What is it about Michael Jackson that attracts the
fans? He burst into stardom as the cutest and
most vibrant of the Jackson Five. He became one of the
most famous rock stars of our age. Whether you like his
music or not, you cannot deny his talent. The albums,
videos and shows were riveting and electrifying. As an
entertainer and performer he lived up to the title of his
greatest album, 7hriller.

Over the years he shaped, tinted and altered his
appearance into a no-gender, no age, an almost non-
human category. The naming of his ranch as Neverland
says much. He saw himself as a type of Peter Pan, the
eternal boy who never grows up. He seemed genuinely
bewildered when his fantasy was

picks up his bag and sits behind his desk for six classes a
day then sits behind the wheel of a car full of his mates
and kills himself or them chasing the thriller experience
that high speed provides. The paradox of the boy who
walks across the stage to collect an award for his talent
and effort then is knifed or beaten while partying hard-
out chasing the thrill of a cocktail of music, alcohol and
drugs.

When the constraints of school uniforms, timetables
and rules are removed, the boy re-emerges. Each year
bigger, stronger and hairier than in Year 9, and much
more of a risk to himself and others. As teachers and
parents, we hope and pray that in some way all our

guidance, advice and example will

challenged in court on charges
of abuse. The cute boy who just
wanted to remain a boy.

When students begin in Year 9,
some have husky breaking voices
and pretensions of shaving, but
most still have high-pitched voices and hairless legs.
What we try to do as your teachers is allow you to be
boys while helping you develop into young men. We
provide opportunities for play, competition and learning,.
We try to accompany your physical growth with spiritual
growth. Yet herein lies a tension. The same tension
played out in the life of Michael Jackson.

The tension is between the demands of preparing to
enter the “real” world, the “adult” world and the desire
of the boy within each student to remain in Neverland.
The “real” world demands choices, qualifications,
getting and holding a job, paying off a mortgage and
commitment in relationships. The boy within wants
to remain in Neverland, playing his way through each
day, testing his growing physical attributes against new
challenges, chasing novelty and avoiding boredom,
looking for Thriller experiences. The art of raising boys is
to recognise this tension and the paradoxes it creates.

The paradox of the boy who dons his uniform each day,

help him into his mid-20’s. The
statistics are not on our side.

Males between the ages of 18
and 24 are the most at-risk group
in any country to die in accidents,
from suicide or drug abuse. The
fact is that experience will be their greatest teacher as
they move from their teens into adulthood. Risks will be
taken and mistakes will be made before the boy learns
there is wisdom in the advice of his parents and teachers.
Michael Jackson’s Neverland option is ultimately a
refusal to face the demands and risks of life, a refusal to
grow up — it had its own tragic price.

Last night, Celia Lashlie, author and commentator
spoke in this auditorium. Her message to concerned
parents of boys is summed up in the title of her book —
He’ll be OK. Based on her research undertaken in twenty
boys’ schools like ours around New Zealand, she has
good news for boys and those who raise them. It takes
time and patience. Boys need to learn that actions have
consequences. Don’t rescue them. Don’t take away their
responsibilities. Don’t relax the rules. They will grow into
fine young men eventually if you do that.

This afternoon we recognize those who have achieved
publicly in different areas. However, each of you has




achieved in some way or another during this year. You
know best what you have achieved here whether you get
an award today or not. Was it the best you could have
done — only you know that. If it is, then you can be
satisfied whether you are a prize winner or not. If it isn’t
— if you could have been sitting with the prize winners
but aren’t , then what are you going to do about it next
year?

My congratulations to our prize winners. To all those
sitting external exams over the next two weeks, try your
hardest to achieve to your highest potential, and do not
settle for less. To those who are not returning next year,
thank you for what you have contributed here — be proud
and loyal Old Boys — for you, This is it!

In November we had a successful annual old boys
dinner at St Patrick’s College, Wellington with over
300 people attending. The guest speaker was Joe Karam
(S64-68), who spoke about his time at Silverstream, his
sporting career and touched briefly on his involvement
with the David Bain case. The Old Boy of the Year
was Union Advocate John Ryall (S67-71) and Rectors
Mr. Mahoney and Fr. Martin, SM reported on their
respective schools. Discussions are currently in place to
have the annual dinner for 2010 in Silverstream, given
that Town will be celebrating 125 years.

Silverstream has had various projects with the Old
Boys® Association this year. Following the appointment
of Wade Hall as Silverstream’s representative on the
executive, several projects were achieved. Wade Hall
is in regular contact with the Rector, Mr. Mahoney
and Senior College Management. Early projects have

included the sponsorship of flags for the Sports Pavilion,
a commitment for artwork in the conference centre

and a memorial plaque for the late Francis Maloney,
which is to be placed into the chapel early 2010. (Sir)
Francis Maloney, was a former resident of the college
and between 1976 and 2000, Mr. Maloney cared for the
college chapel and school tuck shop.

Already in 2010, discussions are in place for the
sponsorship of school banners, new school signage
and the development of an archives room to preserve
historical records and documents.

We are always looking at different ways of
communicating with old boys. A “Facebook” page
has been set up and the official website is currently
undergoing changes.

Silverstream and
Town boys gave Felix a powerful Haka, as pallbearers
carried him to the hearse.

Old boy stalwart, Mr Felix Kane died at the Mary
Potter Hospice in Wellington on Wednesday the second
of December, 2009.

Felix Kane left Silverstream in 1945 and was almost
immediately involved in the Old Boys’ Association. In
February 1946, Felix was asked to help organize a Junior
Old Boys’ dance in St Francis’ Hall which was held in
August of that year. Felix was then invited to join the
Old Boys’ Association Executive. Felix was a nominee
of Maurice “Veritas” Mclntyre who had preferred to
complete a law degree at Victoria University rather then
continue on the executive committee.

Over the years Felix has acted or filled in as secretary
and treasurer and served as chairman when the president
was a position of honour and was not required to attend
executive meetings. For 20 years until 2006 Felix was
secretary/treasurer until Gary Lewis was appointed
treasurer that year and Silverstream Representative,
Wade Hall, became secretary, George Collins assumed
that position in 2008.

Felix and his wife Louie were secretaries of the 1956
Stream Jubilee Committee under the chairmanship of
President, Bart Cahill. For that service, he was given Life

Membership of the Old Boys” Association (and his wife
a silver tea service). Felix was part of the Stream Jubilee
Committees of 1981, 1991 and 2006 and was a member
of the Chapel Appeal Committee. For many years, Felix
was editor of Patsman and was well-known in his service
to this news forum for old boys.

Beyond the Association Felix served on serveral boards
and committees, mainly Church-associated: founding
member, secretary then chairman of the Viard College
Board of Trustees and Governors; national secretary
then Supreme Knight of the Knights of the Southern
Cross, New Zealand; chairman of the St Pius X Home
and School Association, chairman of the St Pius X Parish
Council; secretary of the Australian Terrier Club.

The Old Boys’ Association has lost a great man,
someone for whom we all owe a large amount of
gratitude; he has been the glue that has kept the
Association alive for the last 60 years. We will miss him
but he will never forget him. He will be remembered in
all of our prays, Sectare Fidem, Felix.

May his soul and the souls of all the faithful departed,

rest in peace.

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Mathematics

This year the Mathematics Department consolidated
its day-to-day practice with an all-staff meeting every
Monday afternoon after school. We did this to promote
discussion and communication among maths teachers.
It is too easy to rely on email and other such electronic
media to promote team work when in fact they
often promote the opposite. Talking face-to-face was
revolutionary but typical of the department.

We also took the opportunity to discuss what we were
doing that related to the new curriculum. We introduced
three levels of attainment in Year 9 algebra and this
appeared to have the desired motivating effect on the
boys. In the senior school the excellence classes at Y12
and Y11 continued to develop. Despite large numbers
in the 12MEX class the momentum was very satisfying,
with the boys regularly attaining excellence or merit
results.

On a personal note, my return to a regular classroom
was very positive. | was surprised at the extra level of
stress that was taken from me when I when I returned
to a “home classroom” after having to move around

the school to teach my classes for the last two years.
Teaching is a full-on job with no respite when the boys
come in. Having to race around a school to beat the boys
to that next lesson is not desirable.

The external NCEA exams changed format this year
and we did our best to prepare the boys at Level 1, in
particular, as it was their first year. The exams do appear
to be significantly different but ultimately fair — it will
be interesting to see how our boys coped. I would expect
them to meet the challenge head on!

Next year we are looking to reduce the amount of
assessment at junior levels. The introduction of National
Standards at primary school means students may now
be so assessed they never get any opportunity to learn
and explore — this is the theme we will explore ourselves
in 2010. For the seniors it will be business as usual
as we adapt to the new assessment style and the new
curriculum.

The Gold Award Expedition in Nelson Lakes
National Park

On Saturday April 11, Easter Saturday all preparations
and arrangements had been made and with some
hesitations in the half light of the early morning parents
arrived at the College to drop their sons off with their
heavy packs. Mr Watson soon arrived with the College
Van and we loaded up. We
also had Mr David Jordan
father of Nicholas with us
as a parent supervisor. The
sun was well up when we
reached central Wellington
and the Blue Bridge ferry
terminal. We checked in
and we than had to wait.
Matt Richardson soon
took out a rugby ball for B
throwing around in the car g
park. It was intriguing to :
see old boy Sam Belcher
handling the luggage
and boarding passengers. Soon the gates were open for
embarking on the ship. The van drove onto the lower
deck and got chained down. The first half hour was
spent exploring the various decks. By now everyone was
aware that the great adventure had begun. Sailing out
of the sunny harbour with the familiar signs of the city
visible was a new experience for some. It was a smooth
trip across the strait and then through the Sounds until
we arrived at the small port of Picton.

The arrangement was to meet Joe Nav on arrival
and he only made the rendezvous, courtesy of some
good neighbours from Nelson, who helped him with a
mechanical problem. He was present with a small box
of grapes. So with some his mates in his car and the
rest of us in the college van, driven my Mr Watson,
we headed for Blenheim for lunch. We met the golden
haired ‘Flossy’ at the service station near McDonalds.
Soon after eats and under the guidance of Joe Nav who
once lived in these parts we negotiated our way out of
the town. We marvelled at the huge vineyards which
stretched endlessly and seemed to go on and on even
though we were motoring ahead at 100km.Eventually we
arrived at St Arnaud’s.

We eventually arrived at
Travers’ Hut. The original
plan was to camp along

" the newly discovered fire
& ban we decided to push on
to Upper Travers’ Hut. A
fire would have been desirable in the very cold darkness
of the deep valley. It was quite a grunt over this leg of
the journey and there were moments of tension. Mr
Watson and Mr Boyle soon were in the rear position. As
we neared the hut, snow drifts began to appear on the
ground.

We spent the night at the hut which was quite
populated with some Wellington trampers and climbers.
Flossy recognised some of her dental patients. Mr
Watson, with technical guidance from some lady
trampers from Dunedin, managed to get our ‘mountain
radio’ device up and running. The scene around the hut
was awesome with the high snow clad ridges looming
overhead.

We left next morning and under instruction of Joe
Nav we all carried wood for a camp fire as it was the
intention to camp up on the Saddle by the side of a tarn
or cirque. It was windy and threatening, and fall back
plans were made to go down next day into the Sabine
Valley.

We
went alpine climbing after some instruction from Vicky
about three-point-holds and general mountaineering
skills, we started to climb the nearest peak. Everyone was

they looked down on some steep drops. Ben Rammell
that said he aged twenty years. But with care there was
no real danger. The adventure was a tribute to strength of
character. We clambered along the top of the high ridge
treating frost, shattered rocks and splinters with special
care. The view north and south in the brilliant sun was
inspiring. Away to the north according to Joe Nav we
could see “Scots Knob” and Mt St Bernard. An unnamed
peak was renamed “Stream Peak’ and a time capsule left
under a cairn. The names of the party and some details
were inserted into a film container and planted under a

pile of rocks.
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Looking to the south there were dark clouds so it was
best that we retreated from the tops. We made out way
down some scree slopes for lunch on top of a snow drift
in a valley just above the camp site. There we met Mr
Watson .The party then split into a group returning
to the camp and one who climbed and went along the
last high peak. Led by Joe Nav with Vicky, Mr Boyle,
James Walford and Alastair Perkinson in train, some
dicy ridges (“Paddy’s Peak”) were covered. Happily we
made our way without incident through snow drifts,
back to camp.

At camp the next adventure was swimming in the
head cracking ice cold water of the cairn.

Mr Boyle got half way and
mysteriously couldn’t find his tramping shorts when he
returned.

The Bronze Expedition
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On Tuesday 1st of December the Bronze Award group
set off into the Tararua Mountains for a two night and
three day tramping expedition.

The descent slowed the majority of
the Bronze boys enabling some of the faster Bronzes and
the Silvers to gain a rest and a muck around the river
while they waited.

Eventually the stragglers caught up and the whole
group set off for Tutawai through spectacular bush
scenery. Here and there the track is badly damaged by
slips.

He
was rescued. Upon arriving at Tutawai in the constant
rain the boys just collapsed not bothering to setup
tents, eventually, however, tents were setup with the
help of groups holding fly sheets to keep the inner part
dry. Then it was up to the hut to cook dinner. It took
sometime for the whole group to arrive. Joe Nav and Mr
Boyle went back to assist, “This group has a very long
and busy tail,” said Joe Nav.

Much to everyone’s surprise, staying at the hut was the
Chilton Silver group who had come through from Totara
flats. After cooking we were kicked out by an angry
Chilton teacher for being too noisy and we went into the
cold night and rain.

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Rugby First XV

The 2009 First XV season can best be described as a roller-coaster ride, featuring some memorable highs, but also
some disappointing performances. Whilst some unflattering results stick in the minds of many, the season really
needs to be remembered for the efforts and achievements of this year’s crop of Silverstream’s finest Rugby talent.

The season started very early (October 2008) with
preparations for a pre-season tour to Australia to get
underway. The fundraising required for this, along with
off-season training for an extended group of players,
kept everyone very busy throughout the summer.
Fundraising, the ‘off-season’ and three locally contested
pre-season games behind us, 22 players and four
management staff left for Sydney, Australia in the second
week of the April holidays. Whilst the three matches
played on this tour were not as competitive as we would
have liked (the closest winning margin was 28 points),
the team bonding and unity that was achieved served us
well with later season disappointments.

These disappointments were not far away. On our
return we faced the cold, hard reality that winning the

However, our
place in the top flight was guaranteed for the season
and there was no shortage of motivation to remedy the
deficiencies in our game. Slowly and surely through
the June-July period, where Saturday competition
games and Wednesday traditionals made recovery
and focus difficult, the team developed into a title
contender.

The excitement around Silverstream
leading into the Premiere 1 final was
palpable. The players were able to put
various disappointments from throughout
the season behind them, and focus on the
fact that they had achieved something that
had not been done by the previous five
First XVs, namely make the Premiere 1 final.

Ultimately the team was to be unsuccessful in that
match, losing to an older, larger, more disciplined,
Wellington College side. However, the night should be
remembered fondly for the outstanding support given to
the players by the hundreds of Silverstream supporters
who made the effort to get to Porirua Park. This
passionate support was of the kind that has been lacking
around Silverstream for a number of years, and showed
that ‘Stream spirit’ is still alive and well.

This 2009 crop of players had an exciting mix of
youth and experience across the park. Whilst the front
row was anchored by our College head boy, Attila Va’a
(nobody will ever forget that try he scored in our semi-

ﬁnal v1ctory), and also had
the experienced and mobile
Waylin Adams at hooker,
Dion Lealofi (year 12), Larry
Leaufagatele and Marcus Roil
(both year 11) will all aid
continuity moving into the
2010 season and ensure that
this side will have no shortage
of ‘big men’. The locking
positions proved, week in and
week out, to be the hardest

to select. Whilst year 13
students Christian Lloyd and
Tom Aspin were playing very
well, and getting recognised
on a representative scale
(Hurricanes’ schools” camp,
and Wellington U18 selection), they were pushed hard
for starting berths by Ben Chan, a year 12 student, who
brought a very physical presence to the field.

This tight five had the support of some talented loose
forwards, with Mona Sio at number eight bringing
some real size and aggression to the park,
Aniseko Sio, at blindside, growing in
confidence as the season progressed, and
James Antipas and Anthony Ellis having
a running battle for the coveted starting
openside spot. These players all brought
unique qualities to our team and, with the
exception of Aniseko Sio who is returning,
will be sorely missed in 2010.

With the responsibility for distributing
the ball won by these forwards to our
backline were Andre Malaeulu and
George Vance. Whilst Andre bought a real
physicality to the halfbacks role, George’s
real strength came with the speed of his
distribution. Throughout the season three different
players wore the first five jersey, but when it came to the
crunch games this responsibility was given to Jerome
Betham. Jerome’s footwork and distribution skills made
him the ideal player to get the ball in the hands of his
attacking backline as often as possible. His job was made
easier through the support of the team’s most successful
player, Ope Peleseuma, playing outside him. Ope was
clearly the most dangerous second five in the Wellington
competition, his ability was recognised when he earned
selection for the New Zealand Secondary Schools’
team. His partner in crime in the midfield was also the
sides eventual captain for the season, Parataiso Silafai-
Leaana. Taiso’s experience over recent seasons made
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him an excellent leader as he was able to show the young
players in the team the depth of commitment required
to be successful at this level. The experience and talent
of these two meant that one of the sides most promising
mid field talents, Aviata Silago, was often played out of
position. However, his skill set is such that he took these
disruptions in his stride and was able to add value from
wherever he played.

The outside backs had pace in abundance with Rene

The next game against Scotts
was somewhat of a similar
performance with the boys
throwing away a 1-0 lead to
only let Scotts back into the
game and end up in a 1-1 draw.

Because of the first two games
disappointingly drawn this put a lot of pressure on the
team to a must win game against Hibbs. Playing some
early attractive football Stream took an early 2-0 lead
with two experienced 1st XI players in Andrew Coad and
Ethan Morta scoring early. Going up 2-0 the boys relaxed
and took the foot off the pedal to unfortunately letting
Hibbs back into the game with five minutes to go in the
half. The boys came out fired up at the half time break
proving they can work hard as a team. Stream battled and
battled to the end but didn’t play to the conditions. Hibbs
scored two lucky goals in the second half as Stream boys
failed to take their opportunities and went down 3-2.

The game against Wellington College started off
promisingly holding off Wellington till half time.
The fitter Wellington college outfit soon ran out to a
4-0 lead in the second half through their dangerous
midfield and strikers showed their class and dominance
to run out with the result late in the second half.
Although of the heavy second half loss the Stream boys

showed huge signs of improvement.
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The final game of pool play against Upper Hutt College
was played out under horrific conditions with torrential
rain and gail force winds. The passionate battle between
the two Colleges playing for local supremacy ended up
in some ruthless play with Ethan, Luke, and Sam all
being taken off to hospital with head and neck injuries.
All three players were out for over three weeks with
serious concussion and black eyes.

Wellington College Vs St Pat’s Silverstream

The Silverstream Traditional fixtures were soon under
way with the first of the games against Wellington
College at Coll. The team went down being heavily
defeated in a game which they would rather forget in
front of a large crowd of both schools and supporters.
This was the big shock and wake
up call for boys as the season
turned around from there.

St Bede’s Vs St Pat’s Silverstream

The next of the fixtures was
against St Bede’s College in
Christchurch. The trip to Bede’s
looked a hard one as they lost to
Bede’s 2-0 last year. The boys hit
back hard after their huge loss
against Wellington College with
a very convincing 4-0 thumping
of St Bede’s. For the first time this
season the boys came together and showed their pure
talent and ability with everyone playing well. The team
took home the first of the six trophies they would go on
to win during the season.

Rongotai Vs St Pat’s Silverstream

The next traditional fixture on the agenda was
Rongotai. Rongotai over the years had proven to be
tough competition throughout the years with most of the
games ending up in a draw or a loss. Full of confidence
the boys overcame a ramped Rongotai outfit to win 3-2.
The second trophy of the year was taken back to stream
in an exciting cliff-hanging game. The highlight of the
game was the young year 10 player Mitchell Blair who
scored his first XI goal to win the game 3-2.

New Plymouth Boys’ High School Vs St Pat’s
Silverstream

The trip to New Plymouth seemed a daunting one with
NBHS being a top eight team in New Zealand. Coming
up against some of the finest footballers in New Zealand
the Stream boys rose to the challenge with a fine display
of magnificent football gelling together to run out with
a 2-0 win.

The boys attacked as a team, defended as a team and all
round worked as a team. The hard work of the boys was
illustrated through the shear hard work, passion, desire,
pride and the ruthlessness which they took to the field
with. The team’s desire to keep their hopes of a record five
out six traditional wins pulled them through the game to
hold the win out. The boys had taken their third trophy
home this season and were greeted at ranks the following
day to a round of applause and a standing ovation.

St Pats’ Silverstream Vs St Pat’s Town

The second to last traditional fixture of the year was once

again a sparking display of a now well oiled Silverstream
machine. The Stream boys for the second time this

year picked apart their town counterparts with a 4-0

win in front of a pleasing Stream support showing their
dominance and class in front of goal and their all round
playing abilities. The game was extremely exciting with
Town having a good handful of chances and opportunities.
The love was not lost between the two schools with some
good fair play and the utmost respect for each other
throughout the game. This was now the fourth win out of
five in traditional fixtures for the boys and the fourth cup
the boys were to take home and the dream of a record five
out of six traditional wins was now more alive than ever.

the school assembly outlined the importance of the game.
The game started off with a bang with Hamish Watson
scoring a beautiful goal within the five minutes.

The talented team of Palmerston North soon hit
back with speculation of offside but the goal was given
anyway. But once again the ever reliable Hamish Watson
popped up to score what would turn out to be the
winner. Up until half time the game was still exciting
with Silverstream playing the best football seen all year.
Both teams went into the half time break with the score
being in Silverstream’s favour at 2-1. The Silverstream
machine rolled out into the second half full of confidence.

The athletics season for 2009 was a new beginning.
The stars of the last 5 years had left and we were left to
contemplate the effect that would have. It was obvious
the seniors would not have the same impact — would
this filter down to lower levels and would the 48 point
drubbing we received from Town at the Neville Shield
even further damage our prospects. As it was, we were
actually in reasonable shape all things considered.

Our U15 athletes were a talented group and we had a
sprinkling of seniors who could take on the best other
schools had to offer. The weakness we did have in general
though related to sprints — the speed merchants just
weren’t around apart from the U15 boys. When speed is
lacking it tends to have a roll on effect in speed related
events such as long and triple jump.

The Old Boys’ Cup

This was always going to be a big day — Town had
the McEvedy Shield and the Old Boys” Cup — plus the
Neville Shield! They were obviously out to destroy us in
preparation for their McEvedy defence. They had also
acquired over the summer break an U16 sprinter who
had taken sprint medals at the NZ Secondary School
Championships two months previously — when you
are on a roll this tends to happen. Dubbed “the fastest
Indian” Rosario certainly was a great addition to their
team.

The 200’s kicked off the day for the sprinters and it
wasn’t a great look for us. Town won every race and had
three placings in three of the races with two placings in
the other two — talent and depth. We found out they
had also acquired an Ul4 sprint star as well! Keeping us
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in some points here were Zac Kalivati in the U14’s who
ran 26.3 for fourth, Josh Kurton U15 second in 24.1,
Declan O’Connor fourth in the Ul5 race in 24.4, Sam

Dean third in U16 with 24.1 and Daniel Ellison fourth
in U16 with 24.2. In the senior grades Rene van Diggele
took second in U17 with 23.6 while Jerome Betham took
fourth in O17 with 25.2.

No disrespect to Jerome but it was an ominous sign
— our top age group sprinter had not broken 24. The
seniors had not shown the necessary passion leading
up to this event and it was to Jerome’s credit that he
actually stood up and gave it his best shot — too many of
his mates cried off. Town took 31 points in the 200’s in
2008 — this year they took 38.

The 100’s later in the day saw the exact same points
thrashing — with pretty much the same athletes
featuring. In the middle distance the game was more
even.

The 3000m was shared with Matt Pavitt, our team
captain, delivering in style with a comfortable 9min
22 sec win in the seniors. He was backed up by Talor
Gilmer who took third with a gutsy 9min 47 sec run —
his first major race after a long injury break. In the junior
grade Shaun Smith showed his improved form with a
commanding win in 9min 36sec over his Town rival
of the past two years. Town took the next three places
which wasn’t a good sign for other middle distance races

ahead.

The 800m event followed shortly after the 3000m.
Jeremy Clegg took out the U14 race with 2min 24 sec
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and Steven Boyle took fourth in 2min 29sec — Steven’s first
points for Stream with many more to come judging by his
effort and attitude in training. Jack Coles took second in
the U15 race with 2min 14sec but he was on his own for
Stream.

Town’s depth started to have an impact and the U16 race
saw Pat Carson take our one point with his fourth placing
in a respectable 2min 14sec. Alister perkinson with 2min
4sec took out the U17 race and Pavitt showed his strength
with a fourth in 2min 9sec. Lachie Donnelly battled to adge
the Townie in the O17 race for first in 2min 12sec, Jarrod
Wilson taking third in 2min 17sec. We had won the 800s
by 26 to 24 in 2008, this year we lost them by 10 points.
Town was looking very good!

In the field, the events were not as predictable. From no
where, we won the triple jump by 27 to 23, taking three
titles. Henry Walsh, 12.02m in the U15s, Liam Higgins
11.45m in the U16s and Matt Richardson 12.04m in the
Ul17s. Good back up was provided by Daniel Jordan in the
U14 with second in 10.61m, Josh Kurton Ul5s second with
11.60m and Jerome Betham second in O17 with 11.95m We
had actually done this the previous year as well, winning in
2008 by two points.

The long jump saw us reverse the triple jump points
though, with Kurton 5.23m, Van Diggele 5.83m, taking
titles. The long jump is generally taken out by sprinters and
this proved to be the case — each grade being won by the
best sprinter. We also took the discus by 28 to 22 points,
with Mona Sio O17 — 33.89m, Ben Chan U16 — 41.84, Saio
Salevao U15 — 40.14m and Johannes Akapita Ul4 — 39.26m

taking titles. This was the same winning margin as in 2008.

After lunch came the hurdles and a 35 to 15 point win
for Town — the same as last year again! Kurton and Ellison
showed good form but the Town depth was too much. By
now we were in trouble. The 400s were lost by 20 points
as their short sprint athletes put their bodies on the line
and swept us away — our sprinters not so strong in mind
and body didn’t do the same. Declan O’Connor showed
his ability with a great 55.9 sec 400m in the U5 race but
celebrated before the line and lost first place while doing
it. Alister Perkinson showed his determination with a great
53.9 sec win in the Ul7 race. Ethan Morta and Lane Davis-
Pedersen took third in the O17 and Ul7 races , both getting
good times of 54.3 and 54.6 secs.

The 1500’s saw Smith and Pavitt win well with 4min
34sec and 4min 22secs. Gilmer ran 4min 25 for his second
and Clegg and Boyle took points with 5min 7sec and 5min
16sec for second and fourth. Zac Press, on limited training,
ran a gutsy 4min 34sec for second in the U17 race.

Back in the field we won the shot with Akapita 12.50m,
Chan, 12.80m and Waylin Adams 13.04m taking titles.
Good backup was again, the key here and Elekana Laupola,
Attila Va'a and Jarrod Wilson taking seconds did this for
us. In the Javelin — our premier event — we came out losing
by 4 points. Avi Silago showed his improving consistency
with first in U16 with 51.98m, supported by Liam Higgins
in second with 44.98m. Andrew Knight — 42.01m, Glenn
Scotney — 40.47m and Iriapa Moeau — 38.94m took second
to fourth in Ul5.

The day ended with a drubbing in the relays! It had been a

great win for Town.

Seniors with “ticker” — we struggled to find
them.

McEvedy Shield “What Now?”

We had been badly beaten by Town — now we had
to face up to the efforts of Wellington College (Coll)
and Rongotai as well. It was a big challenge and we all
knew it. While we were always going to compete to or
best our hope was to keep Rongotai at bay and hold on
to our third ranking. It was going to take all our effort
to do just that!

The 3000m kicked off the day. Shaun Smith again
showed his increasing confidence with a well won race
in 9min 44sec — a great tactical battle seeing Shaun
win very well with a dominant last lap. In the senior
race Matt Pavitt had his worst fears confirmed when
a recently caught heavy cold left him with no reserves
too run at his normal level. His third place, with Talor
Gilmer in fourth in 9min 41sec did earn us points
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The 200s then took the spotlight — and Town hit top
gear. Unfortunately, our weakness showed through
— only 2 athletes gaining places in the 4 grades. Josh
Kurton second in 24.1 sec and Declan O’Connor 3" in
24.3sec. Town took 20 points in all, with Coll 10 and
Rongotai 5. The proverbial had hit the fan and we were
in a battle with Rongotai. In the 800m Alister Perkinson
ran an awesome senior race to win with 2min — his best
time. Jack Coles took second in 2min 14sec in the U15
race and Jeremy Clegg took fourth in the U14 race. This
was our lot. Town took 17 points, Rongotai had five.

In the discus we turned the meet on its head, taking 17
points here compared to Coll on 16, Town on four and
Rongotai on three. We had two titles here with Akapita
in the Ul4s throwing 40.13m, Ben Chan the U16 in
44.34m with Avi Silago second in 40.07m. Durran
Meichtry-Misa took third in the U14 with 36.66m and
Saio Salevao took fourth in U15 with 38.02m. Attila
Va’a finished his impressive discus career for Stream with
a great second behind his foe — Tinkle — with 42.04m.
This gave us much needed points and also saw Coll back
on the scoreboard.

As the day progressed it became evident that the field
events were fairly even amongst the 4 schools, with Coll
making ground in general in each event. The sprints were

going Towns way and we were hanging in there due to
the middle distance boys efforts. In the 100m only Josh
Kurton and Arana Morehu gained points with s« and
4" places in 12.00sec and 12.2 sec. Coll were fighting
back as well, but Town took three titles in the 100’s.
After lunch the hurdles arrived and Kalivati took third
with 12.8 secs, Ellison also taking third with 15.1secs.
Again, these were our only placings. The javelin boys
had a tough day with Avi failing to get a good throw in.
Liam Higgins came through though and won the U16
with 47.59m. Andrew Knight showed his big-match
temperament with 41.37m for fourth in the UI5 event.
The big movers here were Coll who took 20 points. The
shot saw us back in the game with Chan, 13.69m, and
Akapita, 2.27m, taking titles. Laupola took second with
12.77m and Salevao took third with 11.67m.

In the 400’s Declan O’Connor made sure of the the
win this time, recording 55.3sec — a talented athlete who
did well. Jack Coles showed up again with 57.1sec taking
third place. Perkinson and Pedersen took third and
fourth in the O17 race in 53.4 and 53.8 secs. The 1500m
races were similar to the 800s — this time though Smith
turned up and ran 4min 36secs to take the Ul5 title.
Gilmer ran 4min 25secs for second and Pavitt finished a
hard day with third in 4min 21secs. The challenge from
Rongotai had been dealt with but the attention as the
day ended was on Town and Coll as they battled it out.
The relays saw Coll take a lead and they finished the day
with a surprising victory over Town and the shield back
on Black dirt. Amazing!

Town had lost — it was amazing. In many respects that
was down to us — our lack of impact in the sprints meant
Coll made inroads that Town couldn’t deal with. Town
had the same points as last year — we had dropped by
27 points — Coll took most of those. In the jumps we
performed very poorly — going from competitive at Old
Boys’ too getting 7.5 points in total over high, long and
triple jumps. We do not have access to adequate jump
pits and it shows at this event. Our jumps are simply
not big enough. On the other hand McEvedy is never
predictable — not in the 2000’s anyway. It is incredibly
hard to win and the school that does so has every
reason to be proud — that’s the status of McEvedy. It is
a premier competition and schools that take part know
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that it can be brutal. I suspect the current noise from a
school wanting to take part in McEvedy would rapidly
disappear if they knew just how tough it is.

North Island Champs.

This event was held in Wellington. Our athletes
competed well, with three taking medals. Zac Kalivati
third, 80m hurdles in 12.55secs, Daniel Ellison second,
in 100m hurdles in 14.63secs and Avi Silago second in
the intermediate javelin with 51.93m.

Neville Shield 2009

Preparation for the Neville Shield began early in
term four with the houses selecting teams to compete
for a house championship. Most trainings were set for
lunchtimes and this seemed to work well. The only
problem was the weather — it rained nearly all of October
and November! This meant the track was marked out
only in the last few weeks of the term giving us little
time to do any event based training. The boys, however,
got stuck in on the house competition day and we were
pleased with the results and the emergence of a number
of new athletes. Patrick won the competition, dethroning
Chanel for the first time ever in a sports event. The
Neville Shield team was absolutely awesome on the
day. We had 100% commitment — no lame excuses, no
whinging — just total effort. The boys came within one
point of taking the shield back — they won, however,
respect! Scott Basalaj set the tone for the meet when he
took on the McEvedy 400m titleholder and medallist in
the North Island Champs over 200m and had him beat
until the final few strides.

In the field we had
similar success in the year 9 high jump with Henrico
Bell, Conrad Kovaleski and Kalivati all taking points.
Bell went on to win the triple jump as well. In the javelin
Rhys Moen took the title with a 38m throw. On the
track in the middle distance Steven Boyle won the 3k
and took second in the 1500m. Steven Mitchell took
third in the 3k and Kovaleski won the Year 9 800m as
did James Sheppard in the Y10 800m. Saio Salevao won
the Year 10 Discus with a 48m throw. It fell apart a little
in the Year 10 Shot and Javelin, then the Year 10 1500m.
We ended the day 1 point behind but we felt good!

NZ Secondary School Athletics Champs

This year the champs were in Timaru. The team of 20
boys plus 6 staff stayed at Timaru Boys in their dorms.

The weather was
hot and muggy, turning to hot, muggy and windy.

It meant having to cope with head winds in the back
straight and oppressive heat from all directions. The
boys were superb in every respect. The trip was probably
the best in my 28 years of these events, made so by the
results for nearly all the boys being at their best if not
better. This only happens when the team works together
and these guys did that. It capped off a great week of

athletics after the efforts shown by the juniors in the
Neville Shield. Standout performances are as follows:

Junior 4x100m team This team of Arana Morehu,
Josh Kurton, Talor Reedy and Declan O’Connor took
the Bronze medal out. They are a talented group of boys
who had the ability to combine efficiently to get this
result. Without being too flashy, they did the basics well.
With two of them in finals plus one other getting to the
semi’s they had a busy weekend. The time was very close
to our school record.

Third in the Junior 4 x 100m with 45.81 secs

Declan O’Connor Declan had started the year with
lictle idea how well he might go. He settled on the 400m
and managed to take the McEvedy title. Before these
champs he still had little idea but elected to have a go.
From the first round it was apparent he was going to do
more than just having a go. His win in the first round
was followed by a comfortable 3" in the semis. In the
final his 5™ placing was a huge result and extremely
promising. He only lost placings with his lack of
experience in dealing with a strong wind in the back
straight.

Fifth in the Junior 400m final with a best time of
53.62secs

Saio Salevao Saio went into the Discus event with not
much experience with the 1.25 weight. He struggled
with the lack of experience and only managed one good
throw in the first round. This one throw got him into
the top 8. He then proceeded to throw with a little more
fluency — probably getting used to the weight! His final
placing was well deserved and shows the determination
and focus this young man has when the pressure is on.

fifth in the Junior Discus with 40.98m

Shaun Smith Shaun focussed on his event, the Junior
1500m from the moment he arrived to when his event
finished on Sunday at 4.18pm. He got through to the
final by taking a comfortable 6. In the final he laid
down a challenge to himself and the other boys, taking
the lead after 200m and setting a strong pace for the
next 2 laps. On the final lap the speedsters edged past
him but Shaun showed the strength of a good winter
of regular miles by maintaining his rhythm and stride,
finishing in style with a best ever time.

Sixth in the Junior 1500m with 4min 18.53 secs

Josh Kurton. Josh had 2 events on the go — the 100m
and the 200m. He progressed through the rounds in
both events and made the decision to drop the 100m in
the semifinal. This allowed him to focus on the 200m.
By the time of the final Josh had raced 6 times and
this probably cost him a fraction of time in that last 20
metres. A great performance though, with a few notable
scalps taken on the way.

Sixth in the Junior 200m with a best time of 23.79 into
a 1.4 headwind.

Aviata Silago Avi stepped up to senior ranks aiming to
show he was a medal contender. He had been regularly
hitting 50m in training and appeared to be in control of
the javelin thus avoiding the arm problems of last year.
His throws were all in the 50m range and his placing
was superb. Two throws both recorded the same distance
showing his consistency.

Seventh in the Senior Javelin with a best of 53.50m
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Other Performances

Liam Higgins in his first major competition took 9*
in the Senior Javelin with a best of 48.26m. This would
usually have seen him in the top 8 and 3 more throws.
A great result all the same for a talented athlete. Alister
Perkinson and Talor gilmer both made the 800m Senior
semi’s. They were in “the event of death” with the pace
so hot it caused the demise of a number of top athletes
— including them. Alister had a great run to make the
semis with a 2.min 2.50sec 3" place. Talor had made it
with a comfortable 2min 9.02 sec. Talors unfortunate
400m race in 60 secs didn’t help him either when the
first lap of their semi that they were both in was run in
57 secs into a headwind. Talor Reedy ran well to make
the 200m semi’s and looked even better in the relay.
The Year 9 Road Racers of Steven Boyle and Steven
Mitchell took 22" and 28" placings with times of
10min 28 and 10min37 ran superbly in the field of 89.
Ants McKee finished his career at Stream with a superb
1.53 time for the 100m, making the quarter-finals. Jack
Talapa in his first year as a senior took some notable

scalps with his best time of 11.73secs in the 100m.

Zac, Johannes, Durran and Julian would have learned
from their experiences — they still were up to their best
performances. Matt Paviit found the experience of being
“flat” frustrating in his senior 3k. There is nowhere to
hide in the senior grade as a few boys found out in the
weekend. It is a an experience everyone has.

And that was athletics for 2009. We have hope. It is not
all roses and the depth of athletes at Coll is always going
to cause problems but we do have talent and we do have
“heart” returning. The coaching ranks are swelling and
the competitions we have are improving.

The over-riding need, though, is without a doubt the
facilities at stream. We have grass in abundance but grass
doesn’t prepare athletes for top competition. It allows top
athletes to train on a soft surface in the hotter months
— that is all. Plans are under way for a track and by the
time this comes out in the Blue and White I would hope
to have some significant progress on this issue. It is time.

National Champs, Nelson

A team of 20 took part in the Secondary Schools” Cross Country Champs in Nelson. The course was dry and
predominantly flat, with weather crisp and sky blue, ensuring fast racing with only the brave heading out at
breakneck speed. The first to compete were the year 9s — a team of talented boys who have little experience but big
hearts. These boys, well lead by Steven Boyle, took eighth place in the team event and more significantly did this with
strong team running. Steven in 41st was followed quickly by Steven Mitchell, Cory vander Coolwijk, Jack Shipp,
Dominic Scahill, Royden Misseldine and Conrad Kovaleski — all of these boys getting in the top 100. Lachie Watson
took 106th after a very fast start. The attitude and desire of these boys in training and the race is very positive.

In the Under 16 grade we had only three competitors but they were quality athletes. Josh Kurton took time out
from rugby and sprints to support the team and ran a time close to his best. Jeremy Clegg ran a best time and has
another year in this grade. Both of these boys were aware they were backing up Shaun Smith who was hoping for a
good result. Shaun did not disappoint. He set out at the start to get away with the lead group, avoiding any tripping
or shoving in the 198 strong field. The next part of the plan was to settle in for the last three km, aiming to run
himself into the ground so as to get his best place possible. This he did, probably running the perfect race in taking
eighth position — a superb run, with Shaun running a time faster by 56 seconds than his previous best.

Under some pressure to meet this standard, Matt Pavitt employed the same tactics as Shaun in sprinting from the
line in his six km race so as to avoid any trouble in the 220 strong field. The pace did not slow down a heck of a lot
— a problem for the rest of the senior team who gave too much respect to the six km distance and then found that no
matter how hard they tried they couldn’t give Matt a lot of support as those in front of them didn’t slow as expected.
At the front of the field meanwhile Matt took up a position around 13th — he knew this as well because we yelled
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his position out as he came past. He was travelling faster than ever before over the distance but looked in control.
Opver the second half his strength saw him move up four places in the last km. Coming into the home straight Matt
realised he still had some kick left and threw his body into one long determined surge for the line. One other was
passed and Matt kept going. He saw another and surged once more — taking seventh place on the line. A superb
finish — well rewarded by selection for the NZ Sec Schools” team. The others in the team ran well but gave too much
respect to the distance of six km. After three km the jovial faces and jokes were still in evidence as these boys made
sure they didn’t run into oxygen debt. Unfortunately, this approach doesn’t work in cross-country, as positions don’t
change much after the first kilometre. No-one wants to slow down so saving energy for a good finish does little. The
message to these boys is train the pain away — as much as you can. Push hard from the start and trust your mind and
body to get you across the line.
