Good evening everyone, and 
welcome.

The Karakia I have just said is a 
prayer used for new beginnings.  

It uses the metaphor of the dawning 
of the new day.

The prospect of strong chill winds 
represents the challenges that this 
new day may bring.

The red tipped glow on the horizon 
is	the	first	rays	of	light	that	signal	the	
new day and the new beginning.

The prayer expresses the desire that 
this new dawn brings with it promise 
and hope and will be glorious.

And “tihei mauri ora” – the positive 
affirmation	of	life	itself.

To our Year 13 students – at your 
last formal school function – you are 

men now.  The new day is dawning 
for you – your new adult, post-
school life is on the horizon, the red 
glow strong.

I have offered all of you the chance 
to	 speak	 briefly	 with	 me	 of	 your	
experiences during your time at 
Silverstream and 65 of you have 
taken up that opportunity.  From 
those conversations I know that 
you guys overwhelmingly love your 
school and that many of you will be 
sad to leave.  But leave you must.

There will be challenges ahead – of 
that you can be sure.  And while you 
may feel a bit sad, this is actually 
an exciting time, a time of promise 
and hope and we sincerely trust 
that it will be glorious, exhilarating, 
fulfilling.

But also this school, your school, 
asks something of you.  It asks you 
to make a difference in our world.  
Because in New Zealand we are 
often indifferent.  

Life is pretty good for many of us so 
we can be complacent.  It’s probably 
not that we don’t care, but it is that 
we don’t actually do anything.

It is easier to turn the page of the 
newspaper, or change the channel 
than it is to get involved in someone 
else’s problems.  Indifference – is it 
New Zealand’s cancer?

population are on medication for 
depression?  Do we care that 
16,000 unborn children every year 
in New Zealand are denied the 
chance to see the red-tipped dawn 
of even one day?  Do we care that 
we are the second most imprisoned 
population of the OECD? And if we 
do care what are we going to do 
about it?

Mahatma Ghandi – I would hope 
that after 5 years at Silverstream you 
know that name and of his deeds – 
he had a saying 

“Be the change you want to see in 
the world...Be the change you want 
to see in the world” 
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So – graduates of Silverstream – if 
you want a more compassionate 
world – be compassionate.

If you want a more peaceful world – 
be a man of peace.

If you want our country to 
courageously face up to our issues 
be courageous yourself.

It is not good enough for you to 
leave your school, St Patrick’s 
College, Silverstream as a nice guy, 
a polite guy, a well-presented guy.  
This school that you love asks that 
you are not indifferent to the issues 
facing this country but that you make 
a difference.

The	 cornerstone,	 the	 first	
stone set into a new building 
is the starting point to which 

a building's construction will take 
shape around. The words “This 
stone, the fruit of a great hope” are 
chiselled into the cornerstone of St 
Patrick’s College, Silverstream.

These are the words to which we 
build our lives as the men of St 
Patrick’s around. 'A great hope' are 
also the words that we all, as New 
Zealanders, are able to relate to 
after a year of immense upheaval 
and sadness.

Year 13 of 2011. This is it. This. Is 
it. This is the moment where we 
pause, take a breath, and savour 
the moment.  We are the fruit of 
that great hope, the hope that our 
brotherhood put into building that 
cornerstone, and shaping our path 
into the future.

Distinguished guests, staff, parents 
and men of St Patrick’s College, 
Silverstream, I warmly welcome you 
here this evening to watch us, the 
class of 2011, take the small step, or 
giant leap, into our futures.

It is easy for the more 'experienced' 
generation to lump us all together as 
being young adults, or teenagers, 
or whichever term might be used.

In	a	stadium	filled	
with one of the biggest interschool 
rivalries in New Zealand, we stood 
as brothers and showed humility and 
reverence to the people affected by 
the Christchurch earthquake. 

This is of great testament to the 
values instilled in us right from Year 
9 - these are the values that make 
us	Marist	men,	and	help	us	to	fulfil	
the hope set into the cornerstone 
and walls of this College.

Even if we don’t like to admit it, the 
building of us as great men was 
accomplished by a small for some... 
somewhat bigger for others... army 
of support that was available in 
ready supply.

Bowles and Ms Jeanette Duffy: 
Your unending support to me and 

the leadership team this year has 
provided a guiding light that we 
have been able to follow and for this 
we are hugely grateful.

To Father John Greally: Your 
welcoming presence in the Chapel, 
around the school and on Sunday 
night at Boarders’ Mass is an 
enormous inspiration to us as Marist 
men. You are a shining beacon of 
hope to us all, and you exemplify a 
Marist man.

To Mr Nick Tait: The change you 
have achieved over the past two 
years has been extraordinary. With 
your exceptional management and 
the support of the other Redwood 
supervisors you have turned the 
hostel into a tightly-knit family and a 
home away from home.

When she left she bequeathed the 
department to the diligent Jacqui 
Law	who	has	since	been	confirmed	
as DRS at Silverstream.

When we had 
the recent Hospitality competition 
here at school I encouraged her to 
enter in the open Kiwiana section 
and she made Afghans, Caramel 
slice and her famous Rocky Road. 
I know she made them herself but 
Miranda being the quiet and shy 
person she was got the rest of the 
kitchen staff to put their names to 
the entry and made them go over 
to the hall and enter them. After the 
competition I was talking to one of 
the chief judges and he said that 
Miranda’s baking was the best ever 
and asked if he could take a copy 
of the recipes. She was awarded 
an	 Excellence	 certificate	 and	 top	
of the class, beating me and all the 
other entrants in the large class 
and ended up with a saucepan for 
her efforts. I tried with all my will 
and might to get her on the stage 
at assembly to be awarded the 
certificate	 and	 her	 prize,	 so	 that	
she could be acknowledged by the 
school for the wonderful effort she 
made in the dining room. But being 
herself she was asked to attend a 
planning meeting for a team that 
was coming into the school for the 
holidays and she did not say she 
had a previous appointment to go to 
assembly. However, her face said it 
all when had found out that she had 
won, she was so proud.

Miranda’s untimely death came as 
a huge shock to the entire College 
community, particularly the ‘family’ 
of kitchen staff who had worked 
with her for many years. Many 
boys attended the service held for 
Miranda in the Chapel to pay their 
respects to her, testimony to the 
high regard in which she was held.

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Tribute to Mike O’Leary

It is not easy to sit down and 
review the roles and contribution 
of Mike O’Leary at Silverstream 

and do him justice. Mike came to 
the College from Kaikoura, Upper 
Hutt College and St Bernard’s to 
start at Stream in 1988 as a Physical 
Education teacher. At that time the 
College was not doing so well in 
athletics especially in the McEvedy 
Shield and there was an unspoken 
onus on Mike to do something about 
this. Mike began enthusiastically 
and soon we could see afterschool 
groups in the summer training at 
the	Javelin,	 and	other	 field	events.	
He worked with Mr John Jarvis to 
accomplish set goals. Mike also 
saw his role as involvement on a 
wider scale and supported activities 
such as cross country, swimming, 
squash and indeed any sports that 
the boys were involved in. He was 
an exceptionally busy man. It should 
also be noted that Mike had a deep 
love and commitment to his family, 
wife Christine, daughters Anna and 
Emily and sons Oliver and Philip.

Obviously the sports culture carried 
over to the family because all the 
children excelled at sport as well 
as in academics. Oliver and Philip 
attended Silverstream and Oliver 
was Head Boy in 2001.

After some years it began to appear 
that the key sport at the centre of 
Mike’s interest was cricket. The 
game grew under Mike’s overview 
and in 1999 we had 23 teams, 
the highest ever. This, as he so 
often said was only possible with 
the generous support of staff and 
parents. As he oversaw all the 
games on many summer afternoons 
Mike	 was	 a	 familiar	 figure	 riding	
round the games on his bicycle. Two 
highlights during this period were the 
College winning the Gillette National 
trophy in 1996 under the captaincy 
of Finbar Boyle and Coach Gerald 

Bajema. The 
other was his 
daughter Anna 
being selected 
for the NZ 
Women’s 
Cricket team 
– the Silver 
Ferns. 

The large 
group of 
parents who 
attended the 
Cup	final	in	
Palmerton 
North still say 
it was the 
most exciting moment of their lives. 
The game was won over Wanganui 
Collegiate on the last ball. The 
players still meet on occasion in 
London where until recently many of 
them were. Cricket gave Mike a love 
of India  and led to many trips back 
to the sub continent and unending 
tales in the staff room on the sights 
and sounds he experienced in that 
huge county.

Mike is also a technophile and loves 
gadgets.	 He	 was	 the	 first	 to	 have	
the latest cell phone and shared his 
love of these new gadgets with his 
classes. One day the boys played 
a trick on Mike. During class Mike 
received a call that he was urgently 
wanted at the No1 Cricket pitch. 
Mike left quickly telling the boys to 
‘carry on’ with their work. The ruse 
had worked and the class were in 
high spirits. When he returned he 
took it in good form.

In 2000 Mike was appointed as the 
first	 Sports	 Director	 tasked	 with	
setting up training systems and 
encouraging the development of all 
sports at the College. Mike spoke 
about the generous staff and parents 
who supported all his projects. One 
key was the development of the 

Pavilion and to this Derek Pearson 
contributed immensely and will be 
remembered as a key benefactor of 
the College.

Mike’s commitment to the College 
came at some cost to his own time 
as he went in support of Mr Steel to 
many of the national trips in athletics 
and cross country. He also came 
on a number of Bronze Expedition 
tramps.

From 2006 Mike moved back into 
the classroom to teach Maths and 
Technology. He also started a new 
initiative, a Golf Academy using the 
excellent local resources: the Golf 
Driving Range and the professional 
coaching staff at the Royal 
Wellington Golf Club. A number of 
the graduates have gone on to start 
competitive careers. He wishes to 
continue monitoring this initiative in 
the future.

So Mike O’Leary (“Sarge”) ends his 
career at Silverstream. Personally a 
very	pleasant,	obliging	and	unruffled	
man who rarely if ever showed 
annoyance and to cap it all a man 
of faith. Mike, your legacy at the 
College will continue for a very long 
time.
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Tribute to Kevin Burns

Enigmatic, individualistic to 
those who did not know 
Kevin well, but to those who 

knew and understood him he was 
an extraordinarily generous and 
creative teacher who contributed in a 
major way to the growth and welfare 
of Silverstream over thirty-two years. 
At the Staff function in 2005 he was 
presented with a College Plaque to 
mark his 25 years service by the 
then Rector Mr Leavy.

Kevin Burns came to the College in 
1980 in the pre-integration period 
at the behest of Fr John Craddock. 
He came from a joinery background 
and immediately began making the 
technology courses then offered 
more skills based. Integration came 
in 1982 and there was a move 
to greater professionalism in the 
workshop area. Technical eventually 
changed to Design and Visual 
Communication courses of  today. 
Kevin has been a mentor for many 
staff during his years in this vital 
area of Silverstream  education.

Kevin while  busy at school never 
forgot his family commitments to 
his wife Margaret and daughters 
Joanne and Catherine and his two 
sons Iain and Brendan both of whom  
went through the College. Margaret 
shared Kevin’s enthusiasm for 
physical	 fitness.	 Right	 throughout	
his life  Kevin has placed a great 
emphasis	on	health	and	fitness.	He	
was more than a useful rugby lock 
and a habitual weekend harrier for 
the Hutt Valley Harriers, for which he 
was the organiser for some years. 
It	 was	 in	 this	 milieu	 that	 he	 first	
met the staff and some boys from 
Silverstream. He recalls Brother 
Raymond and another outstanding 
athlete of the time Ted Benton. In 
more recent times his passion has 
been	 for	 cardio-fitness,	 something	
he continues to do and lead up to 
the present.

Soon after joining the staff he was 
made Dayboy Master of Discipline. 
These were the days when the day 
scholars were a small adjunct to 
the large boarding school. Dayboys 
in their navy  jerseys (the boarders 
wore grey) met in the Quad at 
the start of each lunch time for  
checking  attendance and receiving 
notices. Concern for the safety of 
the dayboys led him to be part of the 
campaign to get the level crossing 
installed outside the main gate.

Kevin took a great interest in sport 
over his years at the College and 
coached rugby, football and cricket 
in various years. These were the 
years when there was a spirited 
rivalry among staff to get certain 
sports teams.

Soon after joining the staff Kevin 
came to put greater value on the 
Christian faith dimension in his life. 
This	led	to	his	Confirmation	and	he	
encouraged his children to take an 
active interest in faith.

Kevin loved doing things and loved 
being asked to help in the areas of 
his technical expertise. Hence his 
active involvement in making stage 
scenery  and extending the stage in 
the auditorium for the College drama 
productions . He always involved his 
technical students in this work. He 
has also been a consistent source 
of technical help for staff when they 
needed advice on home building 
and projects. There have been  
highlights including his contribution 
to setting up the exhibitions and 
facilities for the 75th Jubilee and 
indeed many others.

So Kevin Burns has had a long 
career as a teacher at Silverstream 
who contributed greatly to the work 
of the College and the life of the boys 
he taught. He intends to continue 
his	 creative	 flair	 in	 his	 post	 school	
career in various ways. Typically 
staff wrote their farewell messages 
on a specially prepared wooden 
tablet.
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High expectations were set very early in the year, there was 
pressure, but there was also the possibility for the house to 
succeed. After 2010, the aim to win was stronger than ever 

but	the	fierce	competition	from	the	other	three	houses	made	the	
year-long	fight	tough	and	tight.	

After a long summer holiday, it was great to see the Chanel 
House return and unite for another year of house competitions. 
Competitions this year didn’t just become an opportunity to have 
fun; it also became an opportunity for gifted Chanel members 
to shine. Gaining second this year wouldn’t have been possible 
without the assistance of teachers. Chanel was fortunate to have 
helpful teachers who gave advice to us all, shared laughs with us 
and aided the house in climbing to second place.

Delivered without notes 
he received a Distinction Award for 
his team.

The debating team comprising 
of Johann Go, Tim Scanlan and 
Robert	 Whitefield	 were	 against	
Sacred Heart, Lower Hutt in a very 
competitive debate about whether 
religion had contributed to social 
justice in the world. Naturally the 
topic covered everything from 
the work of missions to violent 
extremism	 and	 was	 difficult	 to	 pin	
down to essential points. But after 
an intense debate and one in which 
the adjudicator said he found it 
hard to separate the two teams, he 
awarded the debate to Silverstream. 
The team received a top Distinction 
Award for its efforts.

The Religious Questions team 
was made up of John Bailey, Sam 
Holmes and Nathan Muckley and 
they had the task of studying three 
quite complex church documents: 
the Encyclical Letter ‘Caritas in 
Veritate’ by Benedict XVI, the 
Common Good of Mankind from the 
Encyclical Populorum Progressio 
by Pope Paul VI and Mindful of the 
Common Good by John Paul II. 
The underlying theme was social 
justice. The team  answered the 
questions well, though later the 
stop start question technique which 
precluded proper development in 
the responses by the better teams 
was questioned.The team received 
a Merit Award for its efforts.

The Impromptu Speech was 
delivered	by	Robert	Whitefield	after	

O’Shea Shield Team 2011 at Garin College
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typically letting all and sundry know 
of his conservative political leanings. 
He developed an excellent speech 
that developed the theme of having 
courage. He received a Distinction 
Award. Robert was also team 
captain	and	flew	over	to	Nelson	on	
Sounds Air to avoid the horrors of 
the maritime passage.

The Religious Drama was a popular 
triumph and engaged everyone in 
the auditorium. The performance 
was by Johnny Huynen, Chris 
Dunnage, Timoteo Petelo, Josh 
Stephens and Michael Lavery. The 
Bible quote chosen by the team 
was Micah 6:8 “Live justly, love 
tenderly and walk humbly with your 
God”. The production was slick, 
meaningful and used images on 
stage that everyone could identify 
with and deservedly received a 
Distinction Award.

The Oration was in the hands of 
Jack Biggs and he with the help of 
Mrs Duffy produced a prize winning 
performance to win the Cardinal 
McKeefry	 Cup	 for	 the	 first	 time	
since 1997 when it was won by 
Avinder Grover. Jack’s oration was 
about a drunken young driver out 
on the town mounting the footpath 
and killing a child. The parents were 
devastated but in the end forgave 
the offender. The vivid images 
throughout the speech drew in the 
audience. Congratulations to Jack 
for winning the only piece of silver 
we managed to get this year.

The Scripture Reader was Matthew 
Penman who read really well with a 
clear voice and excellent eye contact 
and communication. Unfortunately 
an oversight in the marks totalling 
put Matthew ten marks below what 
he should have gained.

The Mass of Celebration was 
memorable for its innovative liturgy 
and the singing of the Garin College 
choir and the music provided by 
the band.

We had our practice day

Twenty three boys entered the 
Award this year and 14 were 
awarded	 their	 Certificates	

and Medals at the end of the year. 
Those who did so persevered with 
the course learning new skills and 
doing some kind of worthwhile 
social service. So the end of the 
year was reached and it was time 
for the expeditions.

The practice tramp took place in 
Keith George Park across the river 
from the College. Mr Watson took 
us on a very circuitous course 
through the streets eventually 
across Heretaunga Park to the river 
walkway.

is a practising artist and HOD of Art 
at Christ’s College in Christchurch, 
produced The Lambs’ Book of Life 
(Folder Wall), the largest artwork in 
New Zealand at 29mx29m for an 
event called SCAPE. The artwork 
had an extraordinarily eventful life, 
having been re-sized, re-located, 
and re-installed after Christchurch’s 
earthquakes and a freak snowstorm 
in August.  Strong winds irretrievably 
damaged the artwork, requiring 
de-installation one month prior 
to	 its	 scheduled	 finish	 date	 of	 30	
November.  Darryn is a Christian 
and an artist. Watching what he 
has gone through in the making 
and problems he faced as I saw it 
on YouTube reinforced to me how 
important it is to have a vision and 
a Christian faith. The students this 
year, especially at senior level have 
also had their ups and downs, 
facing	enormous	pressure	to	finally	
produce portfolios of work and 
some to Excellence level. They also 
needed vision in the initial stages 
of the process and development of 
ideas. 

Facebook + CreativeStream 
+ creativestream

To retain vision in our ideas and 
processes	 in	 creative	 fields	 we	
need to be inspired, re-energised 
visually, creatively and artistically 
- or we'll just dry up. This year 
CreativeStream was created on 
Facebook to inspire those students 
and us, as creative staff, and anyone 
else who would 'like' to be part of 
the site. It was a follow on from our 
initial website creativestream (www.
creative.stream.school.nz).  Useful 
art, design websites, and exemplars 
of students work have been key 
features of the site. It is only in the 
early stages of its development... so 
still a long way to go yet.

Overview

This department offers career 
education and advice to the students. 
We run the Gateway programme, the 
Year 12 and 13 Travel and Tourism 
courses, manage the funding for 
STAR courses, run within and 
outside the College, and administer 
all the courses which teach Core 
Generic unit standards.  

Staffing

Ms Ann Bateman is currently the 
Head of Department and teaches 
the Gateway classes as well as 
Travel and Tourism. She is very 
ably assisted by Mrs Diane Kurton 
the Gateway Broker and Careers/
Gateway secretary.  

Gateway Programme

This year we successfully placed 
31 students in the workplace in a 
wide variety of work areas such 
as building, joinery, plumbing and 
electrical trades. Retail (sports 
and supermarket), baking, auto 
mechanic, animal care, youth work, 
farming, chef/hospitality, engineering 
and police. We have continued to 
receive very positive feedback from 
employers about our students. A 
few of our employers have taken 
our Gateway students every year 
for the 5 years that we have been 
offering the programme.

While in the workplace the students 
are signed up with Industry Training 
Organisations	 in	 their	 field	 of	work	
and are provided with relevant 
unit standards. The students also 
do a First Aid Course and Health 
and Safety, as well as have the 
opportunity to attend STAR courses 
at Whitireia or Weltec.

On September 27th we held our 
end of year Gateway prize giving 
lunch at the Figtree Café in Upper 
Hutt, where one of our chef students 
was placed this year. This was 
attended by the students, parents, 
employers and some staff from the 
school.  This year our top Gateway 
awards went to Anton McKenzie, 
who was placed at the Upper Hutt 
Animal Rescue and has managed 
to	achieve	the	National	Certificate	in	
Animal Care, and Jason Heath who 
was placed with the Porirua Police 
Station and has achieved many 
credits in Legal Studies through the 
Correspondence School.  

Careers 

At each year level there are 
opportunities for students to 
gain information, education and 
guidance about their subject and 
career choice. Appointments with 
Ms Bateman and Mrs Kurton, are 
available all year for all levels. 
During the year students of all 
levels also have had the opportunity 
to attend lunch-time seminars from 
many tertiary providers and industry 
training organisations, as well as the 
Armed Forces. 

This year all Year 13 students 
were offered a one on one careers 
interview with a Careers Consultant 
at the beginning of the year in 
order to set careers goals.  Year 12 
students attended the Coca Cola 
Careers Expo in August where they 
were able to get information from 
Tertiary Providers and Industry 
Training Organisations. Some Year 
12 students also took part in Work 
Choice Day. All Year 11 completed 
a job research unit in Religious 
Education.

GEOGRAPHY

Year 12 Geography fieldtrip 
to Mt Tongariro and Taupo.

The Yr 12 Geography trip got 
off to a great start – someone 
kicked a rugby ball into the 

trees even before we had left the 
school grounds!  Some Kiwi ingenuity 
by Mr Clark ensured we got the ball 
down	and	could	depart	 for	our	first	
stop – Taihape!  After Aaron and 
Shawn showed us round the entire 
Taihape area we carried on towards 
our accommodation at the Lake 
Taupo Christian Camp, which was 
about 15 minutes north of Turangi.  
The Camp was fairly impressive, 
we had our own rooms which slept 
2-3 and TV and kitchen facilities in 
each lodge.  We were well fed which 
was important as we were intending 
on walking the Tongariro Subalpine 
Crossing the following day.  The 20 
kilometre day trek had been talked 
up by Mr Tinney; vicious winds, 
plummeting temperatures, high risk, 
possibly snow etc etc, so everyone 
was excited and nervous about what 
the day would bring.

Next day dawned, we ate breakfast 
then dressed in polyprops, tramping 

boots, beanies etc to prepare for 
our day.  As we drove towards our 
starting point in the Mangatepopo 
Valley we could see the impressive 
landscape of Mt Tongariro, Mt 
Ngauruhoe and Mt Ruapehu.  The 
weather wasn’t perfect, but it was 
given the green light and we were 
off.	 	 The	 first	 part	 of	 the	 crossing	
is mostly uphill until at the top of 
the Devil’s Staircase you enter the 
South Crater of Tongariro.  The 
landscape is so unique – it looks 
like the surface of the moon.  More 
uphill is just around the corner, but 
at this stage we are near the Red 
Crater and near our highest point on 
the journey, just under 2000 metres 
above sea level.  We stop at the 
Emerald Lakes for a lunch break 
then start the never ending descent 
down the north face of Tongariro.  
There	are	old	 lava	flows	and	crazy	
rock formations everywhere. We 
have a brief stop at the Ketetahi Hut 
where the views north towards Lake 
Taupo are impressive.  Eventually, 
we reach the car park where the 
bus is waiting for us and encounter 

feelings of relief, accomplishment 
and fatigue.  The experience was 
incredible	and	definitely	one	I	will	do	
again.  The trip to the Tokaanu Hot 
Pools later that evening was perfect 
to sooth our aching muscles.

The following day is spent in Taupo.  
We have primary data (mostly 
surveys) to collect for part of an 
internal assessment.  We go to 
the Huka Falls, the Prawn Farm, 
the Huka Falls Jet, followed by the 
Taupo bungy.   In the afternoon we 
have 2-3 hours to work in small 
groups collecting data from around 
Taupo.  This was only days after the 
infamous ‘Double Down’ burger was 
released so most of us headed to 
KFC.

The next day we had a massive 
tidy up, ate breakfast, then headed 
south back to school.  Overall, the 
trip was a fantastic experience, it 
was amazing to see the Tongariro 
environment after learning about it 
in class.

30 
students accompanied Mr Tinney, 
Mr Columbus and Mr Hewson to the 
North-West tip of the South Island to 
spend	a	fantastic	five	days	studying	
Geography.

The	 first	 day	 involved	 catching	 the	
early Interislander Ferry to Picton 
before collecting the minivans and 
heading for Nelson.  After a brief 
re-charge in Nelson we continued 
heading West through Motueka 
before heading up and over the 
notorious Takaka Hill.  The reward 
on	 the	 other	 side	 was	 to	 finally	
arrive at the Pohara camp ground, 
set up our cabins then head down 
the beach for a game of touch and a 
swim in the sea.

The next two days were spent 
following the Takaka River from its 
source high up in the mountains, 
to its mouth into Golden Bay.  We 
encountered some average weather 
but still managed to carry out our 
river studies at designated points.  
The visit to the Waikoropupu Springs 
was an eye opener as we got to 
experience some of the clearest 
freshwater anywhere in the World.

The fourth day was spent in the 
Abel Tasman National Park.  We 
drove to Totaranui Beach and spent 
a couple of hours interviewing 
people who were staying at the 
DOC run campground.  After lunch 
we walked through the Awaroa 
Estuary to Awaroa Beach where 
we continued collecting data.  The 
highlight of this day was watching 
another student (aka Bear Grylls) 
eating grasshoppers as we walked 
back towards where the vans were 
parked.

We had a pretty early start on the 
fifth	 day	 as	 we	 had	 to	 be	 back	 in	
Picton for the 1pm ferry sailing.  
After a relaxing crossing on the ferry 
we were back in Wellington.  The trip 
was really enjoyable as we got the 
opportunity to actually go and see 
our case study with our own eyes.  
We also had plenty of our own time 
to relax down at the beach and at 
an awesome swimming hole, so the 
trip was a perfect balance of work 
and fun.  A big thanks also goes to 
the three staff members mentioned 
earlier for organising and running a 
fantastic trip!

We started off our learning by 
looking into the topic Food Safety 
and Safety Methods when entering 
Food Businesses. This topic was 
very interesting to most of us as 
we examined everything from food 
handling to food hygiene and cross 
contamination of food, explaining 
all the different aspects of each 
category of this topic, allowing us to 
gain 4 credits.

Our next topic was a 6 Credit Internal 
about Preserving where we looked 
into different ways to preserve food 
such as making different jams and 
chutneys, smoking different varieties 
of meat and blanching vegetables. 
As well as practical work, we had 
to do lots of written tasks about 
preserving to gain our credits. This 
was a very enjoyable topic for many 
of the boys this year.

Term 3 our topic was exploring 
a Nutritional Concern using 
Vegetables and Fruit for a Targeted 
Group for 4 Credits. This topic was 
explaining about vegetables and 
why they are essential for humans. 
We did assignments about our 
chosen vegetable and explained the 
nutrients it contains and methods 
to use it. After this we had WelTec 
Chefs to visit where they showed 
us different methods and skills 
of preparing, cooking and plating 
vegetables, which we then got the 
opportunity to try ourselves. This 
was a highlight for the boys. Overall 
many of us did enjoy this topic, 
even	 at	 times	when	 it	 was	 difficult	
to grasp.

Our very last topic for Food 
and Nutrition this year was an 
Achievement Standard for 4 Credits 

in which we examined nutritional 
considerations of people with high 
energy needs. Here we looked 
into Sports and Nutrition looking 
at	 nutrients	 which	 are	 beneficial	
for many athletes, looking at 
the energy density of food and 
dietary requirements for athletes. 
We looked into AIS Supplement 
Classification	 System	 and	 looked	
into supplements which are 
classified	 into	 groups	 according	 to	
effectiveness and safety. For our 
assessment we discussed eating 
patterns of a selected sports teams 
and their high energy needs.

Overall Year 12 Food and Nutrition 
2011 was a very good year for us. 
A big thanks to Mrs Potts for all her 
hard work and effort over the past 
year and also to Mrs Smith for all the 
jobs she does around the classroom 
and pantry.

The Religious Studies Department 
began this year with one new 
member, Mrs Anne Whiteford.

Later on in the year, Mr Bob Wilson 
was a welcome addition. He came

Year 11, 12 and 13 students have 
had the opportunity to participate in 
the NCEA Achievement Standards 
in Religious Studies, many achieving 
at Merit and Excellence grades.

Years 9 and 10 students have 
participated in a carefully designed 
programme that should, and 
hopefully does, not only meet their 
diverse needs but engages and 
energises them in the practice of 
their faith.

As well, at Years 11, 12 and 13 a new 
programme has been introduced 
this year to better provide for those 
students for whom a full NCEA 
Achievement Standards-based 
course is not a viable option. This 
course has allowed the students the 
opportunity to participate in some 
of the Achievement Standards and 
in more practical, hands-on units of 
work. Visits from our Police Youth 
Education	Officer,	Senior	Constable	
Kerry Fenton, and the Plunket 
Education-in-Schools Provider have 
been some of the highlights of the 
course.

Senior Constable Fenton was able 
to discuss the role of the Police 
and the services they provide, as 
well	as	defining	the	legal	rights	and	
obligations of owning and operating 
a motor vehicle. This included some 
practical, hands-on issues around 
drink-driving. The boys also had the 

opportunity to try special eye wear 
which simulates varying degrees 
of intoxication. They were stunned 
by what they experienced and, 
hopefully, some valuable lessons 
were learned.

The Plunket programme included 
learning about the basic needs of 
children, from feeding and clothing 
to providing appropriate play. The 
highlight was the opportunity for the 
boys to learn to bath a baby. There 
were many serious-faced students 
carefully taking turns to hold on 
tightly to a very wriggly baby. The 
boys also had the opportunity to 
learn how to entertain children with 
balloons, balls, squeaky toys and 
other fascinating play options and 
were thrilled with the small children 
that visited. It was hard to say who 
was having the most fun!

Year 13 students, aside from 
studying the full Religious Studies 
Achievement Standards based 
course, have the opportunity 
to complete the University of 
Otago Theology Programme.  
Congratulations to those who took 
up the challenge: John Bailey, Casey 
Diver, Gene Ebue, James Gilchrist, 
Ryan Huang and Earl Kavinta. They 
now have 18 credits towards their 
university study in 2012. As part of 
the study of Ethics, Year 13s were 
given a presentation from Rachel’s 
Vineyard on the growth and 
development of the unborn child. 
This served as a very valuable way 
of understanding issues related to 
pregnancy and abortion.

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OLD BOY PROFILE
Captain Gilbert C. Connor    

(Silverstream 1946-1947) 
was born in Konini. He 

was ‘spotted’ playing rugby for 
Eketahuna High School by the Marist 
Fathers. Remarkably Gil lined up a 
penalty kick behind half way and 
proceeded to kick the penalty, the 
ball sailing between the uprights. It 
just so happened, that Silverstream 
was looking for a goal kicker. Gil 
duly earned a scholarship to attend 
Silverstream which he began in 
1946.	 Naturally	 he	 filled	 a	 much	
needed vacancy in the 1st XV.

Even at this young age Gil wanted 
to	fly	and	attended	several	RZANF	
camps at Ohakea during his school 
holidays. Gil was determined to 
fly	 and	 headed	 to	 Sydney	 straight	
after leaving Silverstream in 1947, 
earning	his	flying	wings	through	the	
flying	 school	 located	at	Bankstown	
Aerodrome. In June 1955 he 
commenced what was to be a 31 
year career with Qantas. These were 
the pioneering days of Australian 
Aviation and in particular New 
Guinea became a crucial territory.

Flying in and around New Guinea 
was the stuff of legend back in the 
late 1950’s and as Gil recalls “We 
flew a lot of flying boats like The 
Catalina to maintain services to 
remote, crocodile infested lakes 
and rivers where after landing, 
the waiting tribesmen paddling 
log canoes would approach and 
transfer passengers and cargo 
–  food, clothing, drums of fuel 
that were previously ordered from 
Port Moresby via radio messages 
transmitted by the resident Govt. 
Patrol Officer – to the nearby 
shore.”

At the beginning of 1961, after 
completing 4 years and 4 months in 
New Guinea, Gil returned to Sydney 
and	 started	 flying	 the	 Lockheed	
1049 Super Constellation.

Gil’s next 
progression 
was becoming a 
Jet aircraft pilot 
where he began 
in August 1962 
with the famous 
Boeing 707.

On 14th 
October 1974 
Gil graduated 
to becoming a 
Pilot of the most 
famous aeroplane of all 
time the Boeing B747. Gil was a 747 
Captain for a further 11 years. On 
the 31st January 1980, he broke the 
record air time from Honolulu to San 
Francisco in 3 hours 39 minutes.

Capt.	Connor’s	total	flying	hours	on	
retirement were 19,911.1 hours.

As Gil recalls his illustrious career 
he was privileged to witness many of 
the greatest changes the domestic 
and international aviation.

“Being involved in the growth of 
Qantas Airways from the time it was 
a small company with part of its’ 
operations based in New Guinea, 
and witnessing its’ first round-the-
world service in 1958, when two 
Super Constellations departed 

from Melbourne one westbound for 
Europe and the other eastbound 
for America, to entering the jet age 
with the arrival of the Boeing 707 in 
1959, and the Boeing 747 “Jumbo 
Jets” in 1971, has been a wonderful 
experience.”

Not	 content	 just	 flying	 commercial	
aeroplanes	 Gil	 built	 and	 flew	 his	
own!

Gil’s career illustrates his 
lifelong	 passion	 for	 flying.	 It	 also	
demonstrates his distinguished 
service. During his career Gil 
would have taken thousands, if not 
hundreds of thousands, of people to 
all parts of the world in safety. 

Despite being away from New 
Zealand for so many years 
Silverstream still held a great place 
in Gil’s heart. His visit earlier this 
year	was	the	first	time	he	had	been	
back to the College since leaving 
school in 1947. However, he still 
remembered the place with much 
affection. 

Gil is living testimony of Marist 
Values alive and real. His is a 
distinguished career of service to 
others with dedication, humility and 
a	passion	for	flying.

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DARK WAS THE NIGHT

EXACTLY when the looming dawn first cast its tattoo-green hues unto 
the black sky, scratching the uncanny night, was hard to say. One 
minute – it seems – the night was as black as the night could be, and 
the next rays of that rather verdant and ominous green had somehow 
lit the brightening hemisphere. Indeed the night had been darker than 
usual and bitterly cold – without a glimmer of moonlight or a twinkle 
of starlight, to abide ghoulish apparitions upon the land of dreams. But 
now, the sober morning farewells the night’s trance, rousing the frigid 
land and sending the night from whence it came.

Blinds: clack, clack, clack – leaning from the blustering breeze which 
an unhinged window has let in. The sound coaxes awakening and is 
not long followed by the maliciously resented alarm clock tolling the 
ungodly hour. Winter’s coolness greets apprehension, as I lie in umbrage; 
paralysed and suspended – bitter even. BEEP! BEEP! BEEP! The clamouring 
cacophony pursues my unwillingness, acting to only deepen the gapping 
void of inertia.

“Are you up!” an incongruously loud yet distant voice hollers. Pause. 
“Are you up!” repeated this time extra emphatically, my mother’s unusually 
pleasant voice tinged with morning’s venomous musk.

“Yes”, I drawl, unable to succumb to my mother’s vehemence. Solitude 
broken – half by my mother, but more so by the beeps of the devil’s chorus 
which punctuate the morosely cool air.

Mustering ample energy I seduce movement in myself. Blood flows through 
scattered, creaking limbs. Indignantly I stagger along the wooden floor, 
the cracks in the boards pinching my feet. Donning a much needed touch 
of vivacity I yank the clacking blinds up and viciously attack the ‘OFF’ 
button on the alarm clock – ah.

Thick spindles of frost web across the window, leaving a bizarre halo-
like ring in the middle. The aching land in the distance stretches in the 
dark dawn. Street lamps create a pool of warmth amongst the clumped 
houses, frozen trees and slate roads. Winter’s Summer’s glow is long gone 
yet long to come. Wide-eyed birds frolicking amongst riots of colour have 
been replaced with the wicked and bare branches of the mighty oak; 
prodding and poking the still air. Alas the land laments, spooked by the 
cloying cold.

“You’ve only got half an hour to get ready!” my mother, easily panicked, 
yells from upstairs. Ignoring her plea I slowly amble my way to the 
shower. In an instant steaming water plunges down drenching away 
the shivering cold. Pluming vapour spills from the top, slowly fogging the 
room and inevitably obscuring the mirror in fickle opaqueness. Out of the 
shower and dressed in mundane uniform – the spiritual reawakening of 
washing sinks into cold tedium.
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Gleaming black coffee juxtaposes sharply with the spanking white cup. 
Swirling steam sways and drifts up my nostrils. With an inconsiderate 
thump, half-charred toast is thrust out of the toaster; a torrid smell 
saturates the kitchen. My mother hastily butters the toast and whooshes it 
at me; black crumbly grains fleck the ochre peanut butter.

“Quick! We have to go – or else you’ll be late for the train,” mother 
threatens.

I don’t really care, I thought.
The car zips along the heavy trodden road, hurling gushing streams of 
Arctic water in its path.

The car pulls into the train station car park. Rustling brown leaves are 
all a-scuttle whilst they swirl in looping circles – illuminated by flickering 
street lamps.

“Quick.” Mum says “the train leaves in five minutes.”
“Ok, bye.” I say.

On the station people are hurrying hastily to and fro, to and fro about 
their lives. Young school children primly dressed in tidy uniform and 
becoming proud of their education walk along the potholed platform 
reading tattered novels. Their mothers fussing as they wait with them, 
”don’t slouch and take your hands out of your pockets, Lyall” one says 
curtly. Why? I thought do uniforms need to be such unsavoury colours 
as knitted grey, earthly maroon, scarlet red and olive blazer lapels flap 
in the frosty wind. Buttons clink on the commuters’ dank trench coats as 
they scurry past, the wind catching cursory parts of their sensibly adult 
conversations. 

“Oh, I heard that,” and “poor Diane,” and “well tonight,” they say 
gossiping to their work friends – the hasty, trivial nature of their natter 
making it hard to make neither head nor tail. An elderly gentleman 
hunkers on a perforated metal seat. His eyes sink into webbed wrinkles, 
his calloused, ‘has-seen-better-days’ hands clasp a carved walking stick 
– encrusted paua glints as I walk past, he smiles warmly. Black it would 
seem is the colour of the day, as all but the school students, who are also 
decked in wretched colours, are sheathed in voluminous black coats – a 
subconscious reflection of the season, maybe.

The aging train rattles round the bush-clad hill, as the dimming dawn 
turns to morn. Pastel hues shoot the dawn as the bluey-black sky ashens 
and pales. The jangling train disconcerts a group of birds, Sky Larks soar 
and sing and Mynah birds mimic fluttering Sparrows.

These champs were held in 
Wellington at Newtown Park, 
which meant no leaving home 

for our boys!  This is an advantage 
in many ways, but does mean the 
event lacks the “on tour” spirit which 
is always a huge part of this event for 
Stream athletes.  The staff involved 
– Mike O’Leary, Rob Tungatt, Hugh 
Steel and Chris Fouhy did their best 
to create a team spirit and even 
booked a motel in Newtown for 
Saturday night to be focused totally 
on the weekend – and also provide 
a “retreat” base for the team.  

The expectation was that the 
champs would not be that strong.  
The Rugby World Cup had meant 
only a very short preparation was 
possible and NCEA exams had been 
rushed and pressurized also.  By the 
end of the weekend this expectation 
had been completely smashed.  
New records had been set in sprints 
and middle distance to illustrate the 
excellence at these champs.  In the 
junior 800m the time set by the boy 
who	missed	 the	 final	 by	one	place	
was 2min 3secs – this would have 
got him silver in 2010!  In the senior 
800m	 all	 finalists	 ran	 under	 2mins	
– with others who had run under 
2	mins	not	getting	 into	 the	final.	 	 It	
was a classy champs – helped by 
Wellingtons	un-seasonally	 fine	and	
still weather!  

For our team the lack of preparation 
was an issue for many.  We had all 
sprinters advance to next rounds 
and had an unprecedented two relay 
teams in the senior boys 4 x 100m 
final.	The	lack	of	success	from	this	
point on was directly correlated to 
the time spent on preparation and 
it was disappointing to see the A 
senior 4 x 100 team drop the baton 
in	 their	 final.	 This	 team	 had	 got	
together once prior to the champs to 
practise and this was at Stream on 
the grass.  

In the middle distance the training 
did show through with PB’s for most 
of the boys.  This was a pleasing 
sign, as was the performance of 
the	field	event	boys	who	mostly	had	
taken opportunities to prepare.   
The other point to ponder was the 
number of potential team members 
who did not compete due to other 
sports clashing on the weekend.  This 
was a shame as the NZ Champs are 
the best in the country and boys get 
just the one opportunity each year to 
compete against the best.

We	 then	
travelled to New Plymouth to play 
Francis Douglas in a 20/20 and one 
day game, but unfortunately lost 
both games. We hosted PNBHS 
in 3 games 1st XI, 2nd XI and 9A 
and again unfortunately were on 
the losing side in all 3 games.  The 
Traditional match against St Bedes 
was the game deferred from the 
February earthquake and was 
played in the October holidays.  St 
Bedes	 batted	 first	 and	 made	 247	
and	commanded	the	first	day	as	we	
finished	 the	day’s	play	at	 77	 for	 4.		
The second day will go down as one 
of the greatest days in Silverstream 
history.  Henry Walsh’s chanceless 
225 double hundred was one that 
I can feel very privileged to have 
witnessed and puts him alongside 
some of New Zealand cricketing 
greats Bert Sutcliff and Martin Crowe 
to have score double hundreds for 
their respective colleges. Henry 
dominated the bowling hitting 7 
sixes and 24 fours in the 245 balls 
he faced and shared in a 189 7th 
wicket partnership with Garreth 
Hitchman allowing us to declare at 
369 for 8 with a lead of 122. Pat 
Smith	 got	 us	 off	 to	 a	 magnificent	
start	 with	 a	 wicket	 off	 his	 first	 ball	
and then another three balls later.  
St Bedes was in total disarray and 
never recovered to be all out for 67, 
Stream winning by an innings and 

55 runs. Thanks to Rowan Smith, 
Sam Dean and Chris Gorrie for all 
their help in Christchurch.

I would like to also acknowledge the 
efforts of Dominic Outtrim to cricket 
and the College over the tenure of 
his sons.  Dominic has contributed 
a huge amount of time, effort and 
expertise to cricket at Silverstream 
and he will be missed immensely.

The Premier 1 grade has been 
revamped with Wellington College 
coming back into the fold and the 
new competition starts for us in Term 
Four.  The new structure also effects 
both the 2nd XI and 3rd XI with the 
2nd XI being promoted to Premier 
2 and the 3rd XI after winning the 
Senior 1 Forty-Over competition 
being promoted to Premier 4.

We performed well in the senior 
20/20 competition with the 5th XI 
winning their grade and the 6th XI 
finishing	2nd	in	theirs.

Intermediate and junior competitions 
are still currently running. The 
Intermedate A are top of Division 1 
with several other teams vying for 
finals	spots.

1st XI Term 1

A new and inexperienced 1st X1

It 
had long been Stream’s Policy to let 
the Year 13 players vacate the 1st 
X1 after March in order that they join 
Club Teams from the beginning of the 
season. This turned out fortuitous as 
College Sport Wellington reverted 
back to a grading Competition of 
three pools of 6 teams to determine 
the make-up of Premier One, Two 
and Three for 2011.

Silverstream hit the ground running 
with a comprehensive victory over 
St Pats Town in the Traditional 3 
day	fixture	held	at	Silverstream.	Our	
batting was spearheaded by half 

centuries from Henry Walsh and 
Glen Scotney. Daniel Tait playing in 
his	first	game	 for	 the	1st	X1	made	
a	fine	50	also.	With	the	platform	set	
up by the batters the bowlers quickly 
got stuck into the Town batsmen. 
Spinners Cole O’Connor and Jake 
Johnstone collected three wickets 
each. Town were chasing a large 
total in their second innings which 
proved	 too	 difficult	 and	 Stream	
cruised to a comprehensive victory.

The Premier One grading 
competition then played out with 
Stream comfortably beating Scots 
College and Rongatai College.  
The	 final	 grading	 pool	 game	 was	
against Tawa College and Stream 
inexplicably lost to a relatively weak 
Tawa but at least we were safe in 
Premier One.

Stream then hosted PNBHS in a new 
fixture	held	at	Silverstream.	PNBHS	
batting	first	scored	an	imposing	228	
on the back of a superb hundred 
by H Hill from PNBHS. In reply 
Silverstream were disappointingly 
all out for 146 in 43 overs. Henry 
Walsh top scored with 44. The 
Premier One competition moved to 
a round of two day games beginning   
with a match against HIBS. Stream 
reached 251 for 5 declared with 
Henry Walsh scoring a sublime 166. 
HIBS in reply were 184 All out with 
Liam Sullivan taking 3 for 55. Next 
it was Tawa College again this time 
in a two day match played at Tawa 
College. Tawa made 168 all out in 
their 1st innings with Liam Sullivan 
taking 4 for 27. Stream then batted 
to a massive 300 for 9 declared with 
Henry Walsh adding another century 
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for the College 114, and Glenn 
Scotney his maiden century innings 
of 124. Tawa then meandered along 
to reach 56 for 4 essentially shutting 
up shop and hanging on for a draw. 
Pat Smith did his very best to force 
a result with an impressive 3 for 10 
off 6 excellent overs.

The regular season concluded 
with the Gillette Cup Wellington 
qualification	 round	 played	 over	 a	
new week long round robin format 
ending on 31st March 2011. The 
weather coupled with organizational 
chaos meant the 1st round was 
transferred	 to	 artificial	 pitches	
and Stream enduring the worst 
of conditions lost to HIBS in a low 
scoring game at Kilbirnie Park. This 
was followed by an incident ridden 
game with Wellington College that 
we	also	lost.	The	final	game	[the	only	
decent day of weather for the entire 
week] was against Tawa College 
whom we had already played twice 
since February and this time we 
well and truly squared the ledger by 
bowling them all out for 49 in reply 
to our score of 147.

The	 final	 game	 of	 the	 ‘season’	
was	 the	 traditional	 3	 day	 fixture	
against St Bedes that was held 
over from February due to the tragic 
earthquakes in Christchurch and, as 
reported in the introduction, what a 
game it was. 

I was fortunate to be involved with 
some very special cricketers during 
my time involved with Silverstream 
cricket, many of whom are now 
playing Pearce Cup and Hazlett 
Trophy Senior Club cricket. 
However the stand out player during 
my involvement with Silverstream 
cricket was Henry Walsh. His 
contribution was immense as is 
his prodigious talent. Henry though 
always kept his feet on the ground 
and shied away from the limelight 
demonstrating Marist Character and 
humility. I will watch his future career 
with interest and great pleasure.

After 10 years my time at 
Silverstream cricket has come to 

an end. I have enjoyed the help 
and support of many people during 
that	 time.	 In	 my	 first	 stint	 I	 was	
supported	by	Andrew	Cavill	[the	first	
professional coach at Stream], Mike 
O’Leary, John Houghton and Colin 
Pennell and in my second round 
there was Maurice Partridge and 
Paul Martin [Marto and Parto] Chris 
Gorrie and David Houghton to help 
me. I also would like to thank all the 
parents who scored, umpired, made 
lunches and helped with folding up 
the covers.  
 
However no sign off from me would 
be complete without recognizing the 
outstanding contribution from Des 
Boyle. He has become a special 
friend,	 confidant	 and	 supporter	
of me throughout these years. 
Des epitomises the essence of 
‘Silverstream Spirit.’ Saturday 
mornings during the cricket season  
always began with my meeting Des 
and assisting him in setting up the 
fields	 for	 the	days’	play	ahead	and	
then having a coffee and chat in 
the staff room. I’m pleased to say 
that	despite	my	vacating	any	official	
duties now with Silverstream cricket 
I still start my Saturday cricket with 
this ritual in assisting Des and long 
may it continue.

2011 was a quiet year for cross-

In Year 9 we 
had	a	flying	start	with	Ryan	and	Tom	
but then lost ground a little quicker 
than expected, with 6th place a real 
wake-up call.  In the next grade 
we did manage a 3rd place which 
was a good start for a quality team 
that could get better.  In the seniors 
the eventual 7th was probably 
worse than expected but realistic 
considering two boys we had 
taken to Australia to compete the 
previous year were not able to run, 
one deciding that he did not want 
to run at all anymore.  This attitude 

was disappointing and ultimately 
weakened the team far more than 
it should have.  For Stream to be 
competitive at a national level 
we have to work together as we 
are relatively small – the seniors 
weren’t able to do that here and it 
set the tone for them throughout the 
season.

While the times appear quite slow 
the course is never the same each 
year although it follows the same 
path.  Its an Irish thing, with weather, 
ground condition, time of day etc all 
playing a part.  The weakness in Year 

11 and 12 is obvious and a concern.  
Our athletics middle distance is not 
currently strong and these results 
at	that	level	confirm	this.		In	Year	9	
two very capable runners in Scaife 
and England did battle, with Ryan 

edging ahead in the last 50m.  The 
same occurred at year 10 and Year 
13 with all of these boys our regular 
middle distance stars.
