The words “Sectare Fidem” roll 
off the tongue of Streamers and 
believe me – they will continue to 
do so for the rest of your life.

“Sectare Fidem” as the life-long 
motto, the lifelong touchstone, 
lifelong guiding words for all 
Streamers on how to live our lives?

What did they mean?

Tonight I offer you some thoughts 
from our College Whakapapa – our 
shared history.  From Redwood – 
the great Archbishop of Wellington 
for over 50 years – founder of both 
St Patrick’s Colleges.

“When I founded your College, I 
prayed and hoped for its success 
as demonstrated in the lives of its 
students.

We didnt expect to not have any

This year was a year of change. It 
wasn't something that came easily 
to us Streamers. We complained. 
A lot. We pushed the boundaries. A 
lot. Well... I didnt but you guys did. 
But that's ok cause were teenagers 
right. But it's something we’re going 
to have to get used too.

This year we saw the end of the 
staff looking after us. They let us 
fall. Hard. They didn't catch us. 
But at the same time, we were 
given opportunities that we never 
saw come our way before. We 
were allowed to speak at ranks, in 
assembly. We kicked the staff off the 
stage, we made them sit down with 
us. We were forced to realise that 
we were almost adults making our 
own decisions, walking along beside 
the staff. We were taking our first 
step off the ledge, into manhood.

It started with having to make 
decisions about how we were going 
to use our own time. A study period? 
That just means chill out right? Or 
dealing with school related things 
that probably didn't involve study. 

We were given more trust, teacher's 
didn't seem to chase us the same. 
We had a leaver's ball organised 
by students. Turns out that's harder 
than you would think. We were 
given the responsibility of caring for 
each other. Those little people, the 
year nines. I personally hadn't seen 
them as my responsibility before. I 
thought someone else would take 
care of them.  I thought at the end 
of the day that responsibility rested 
with the staff. Turns out. It's our 
responsibility.

Some of us may scoff or laugh as 
if this was a throw away comment. 
But our school really is about 
belonging. When you look back 
at your time at Silverstream, one 
of the things you will think about 
is the brotherhood. The way we 
come together in times of need. 
This year we have all belonged to 
that brotherhood. We were there 
for each other when we lost Zelius, 
one of our own. We were there for 
each other when our brothers were 
suffering. Whether you like it or not, 
we belonged to this community.

As year thirteens we have been 
role models whether we wanted it 
or not. We have been watched and 
modelled upon as we changed and 
grew, had successes and failures, 
and climbed the rock face towards 
our futures. It has been a pleasure 
to witness this humble leadership 
throughout the year. To watch as 
Kheinan guided Callum Harkin, to 
see Shawn work with Christian, 
to see Iriapa as a big brother to 
Neihana. To see those boys new 
to our school grow in confidence 
thanks to the role modelling of our 
year group. I would like to think 
that next years year thirteens have 
watched us, and will also use us as 
role models of how to welcome a 
new generation of Streamers to our 
school.  

I'm not going to pretend we've 
been perfect as we climbed the 
rock face of change this year. I've 
made mistakes and wish I could do 
a couple of things again. I wish I 
had remembered that I was here for 
my studies as well my leadership. 
I wished I hadn't chosen to referee 
instead of coming to school some 
days so that I had some money to 
spend at New World on snacks. 
Looking back, I'm fairly certain this 
didn't help my academic situation at 
this point in the year. Was it worth 
it? Probably not. But I was allowed 
to make this mistake and learn from 
it. I was made to manage myself, 
whether it turned out for the best or 
not.

When we started climbing our rock 
face five years ago, we arrived 
with no idea how to tackle any of 
the challenges that faced us as 
we looked up to the top of the cliff 
face. We needed people to help us, 
to teach us and guide us, to allow 
us to make mistakes and find our 
successes. Often it was the little 
things that people do that made 
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would still not be enough words to 
show you the extent to which I truly 
do thank you.

And this takes me to my final 
resting place of this stage in my life, 
I'm ready to step off the ledge and 
keep climbing. I know that some 
rocks will be big and easy for me 
to conquer, and others harder for 
me to grip.

TONY GILES
It would have been with considerable surprise and disappointment, to our current Year 12 and 13 students 
in particular, upon returning to school in February to discover that Tony “the Terminator” Giles had left. Tony 
in fact received and accepted an offer of a position as Deputy Principal at Sancta Maria College in Auckland 
in the very last week of school in December, so although the juniors of 2012 found this out at the end of year 
prizegiving, our current Year 12 and 13 students, as well as the class of 2012, did not get an opportunity to 
farewell him.
Tony has given fifteen years of distinguished and skilful service to the College in a wide range of roles since 
1998 when he was appointed as assistant HOD English (when Ms Duffy went on maternity leave). Over the 
years he has taught English, Religious Education, Careers; he was a Dean at Year 11 and has been the 
teacher librarian. In 1999 he was appointed as HOD English and 3 years later was appointed Deputy Principal 
in charge of Pastoral Care in the college, a major challenge for a young teacher in the relatively early stages of 
his career. 
Tony met this challenge with a typical combination of skill, compassion and humour. He quickly established a 
reputation as someone who would not stand for students failing to reach his high expectations of them for their 
own personal behaviour and the upholding of the reputation of the College. However students also discovered 
that Tony was always firm and fair in his dealings with them, that it was their behaviour that he was looking to 
improve and that there was nothing personal in any consequences meted out to them. 
Tony was also involved in sport, particularly in rugby coaching. He cites his 2 main highlights as coaching the 
2nd XV in 2001/2002 and his U65 team winning the title in 1999, beating Wellington College 8-7 in the final, 
having lost to them heavily twice in the season.
Recognising his abilities, the Board of Trustees had no hesitation in appointing Tony as Acting Rector twice, 
in 2007 for 3 terms and in 2011 while they made the permanent appointment of our current Rector, Mr Gerard 
Tully. Tony showed himself to be an able administrator and leader.  He was an incisive and creative thinker as 
well as being firm and decisive with his decision making. The contribution he made in 2011 in particular, leading 
the college through an ERO review while Acting Rector, was particularly valuable and appreciated by staff and 
members of both the Board of Proprietors and Trustees alike. Boys really enjoyed Tony’s assembly addresses 
which while invariably humorous, always contained a serious and relevant message.
Tony, we thank you for your gift of service to the College and while we recognise that your future lies in 
Auckland with Robyn and your sons, we will miss you and the valued contributions you have made. Sectare

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ZELIUS VENTER
3/09/1997 - 29/06/2012

Zelius was a shooting star, a super nova, the biggest and best exploding sky rocket you could ever imagine.  He spent 
his first year at Stream just being one of the boys, not showing up in any particular way, just doing stuff and having fun.  
In his second year at Stream he discovered something new about himself – he found out that he could do things that 
marked him as extraordinary.  This was first evident on the athletics track, where he ran 800m in 2min 11 seconds at 
the school champs without even breaking a sweat.  This got him into Old Boy’s and he raced that to win in 2mins 8.9 
seconds.  After this came McEvedy.  There is a video on the NZSSAA website showing Zelius tracking the Coll runner 
and blasting away from him in the last 50m with his finger in the air – a win in 2mins 6.68 seconds.  From here Zelius 
went to the Regional Champs and raced against boys a year older than him.  This time he didn’t win – but he did take 
second and qualify for the North Island Champs.  It was at this point that he decided, with some prompting from home, 
to train.  He hadn’t come to any training till this point and we hadn’t pushed him to do so as he was just improving every 
race so why bother him!  Zelius did one mixed pace 800 with Tom Yates – then asked when were we going home!  He 
had finished after one rep.  He did the second rep but just jogged.  At the North Island Champs he went through his 

usual pre-race warm-up which consisted of a large energy drink and a sit down for 20 mins.  He then went for  a jog to 
the start line.  Zelius was in trouble in the heat as the pace was very hot.  But, come the home straight, he hit over-drive 
and flashed past a number of other athletes to take the last spot for the final in an outstanding 2mins 3.99 secs.  Zelius 
went back to the motel, phoned his parents, then returned 5 hours later to run a race that was legendary.  In the final he 
took the lead, the words of his father “you can take twice the pain of any other boy” ringing in his ears.  After one lap the 
experienced and faster boys went past Zelius.  Zelius dug in and re-claimed the lead.  Along the back straight he was 
passed again.  Zelius dug in and re-claimed the lead.  With 200m to go he was passed again.  Zelius was struggling 
now.  He was in the pain zone.  In the last 100 the front guys were gone and Zelius was getting challenged by some 
back runners.  Zelius dug in – and finished strongly.  His time was 2mins 5 seconds – his second best time.  In the 

space of 4 weeks Zelius had gone from nowhere to a nationally ranked athlete.
In the winter Zelius combined some cross country training with the other sport that he was excelling in – rugby.  He 

started to understand what training in athletics was all about. He came to the NZ Sec Schools Cross Country champs 
as part of his ongoing plan to race a great 800 at the nationals in Dunedin.  He had fun on that trip – and ran well 

enough to indicate he was on track.  
2 minutes for an 800m was his goal.  That would take a huge pair of lungs, a strong desire and the ability to take 

twice as much pain as any other boy.  I have no doubt Zelius would have smashed 2 minutes.  When the new track 
is opened at Stream the first official race will be an 800m – and 2 minutes will be the goal.  A fitting tribute to a young 

Streamer who inspired us all.  Sectare Fidem

outlets.
Back at the motel some of the 
events had short briefings and the 
Religious Questions team, driven 
by Johan was particularly into it. 
Saturday morning dawned sunny 
but chilly. Two members of the 
team at least did gymnastics on 
the court outside in the half light. It 
was only a ten minute drive to the 
host college, a well laid out modern 
school with very ample playing 
areas. All the teams assembled in 
front of the Gym for the Powhiri. 
The speeches of welcome were 
short, to the point and very sincere, 
as Cullanane College made it 
very plain how pleased they were 
to host the O’Shea. Our debate 
was against a well prepared and 
motivated St Peter’s team.  The 
topic was about whether NZ society 
respected human rights. St Peters 
debated from the basis of our 
welfare system which was set up 
after the great Depression of the 
1930’s to look after the weaker 

members of our society. This whole 
infrastructure of help has emerged 
which reflects Christian values and 
love of neighbour. Stream with the 
negative case to develop adopted 
a  hard nosed approach on the 
lack of tolerance in our society, 
and at times widened the case 
beyond New Zealand. It seemed 
like a clash between theory and 
wishful thinking and facts on the 
ground.. The adjudicator praised 
Johann’s apparent command of 
the issues. Even the intense and 
tearful delivery of the opposing 
team captain failed to persuade his 
decision in favour of the negative 
team. Perhaps it was the greater 
experience of the Stream team. 
Perhaps it was the need for a 
tighter definition to avoid the tit for 
tat use of examples. Perhaps it was 
the difficulty of tying down cases 
that debate human values.
To the Gymnasium for the 
Impromptu Speech of Sean Stack 
which he had to deliver before a 
nervous group of family members 
at the back of the hall. ‘Vanity’ 
was a popular topic but Sean 
choose ‘Achievement’ and put 
it into a familiar context namely 
his dragon boating team and his 
coaches ambitions for the team. 
He certainly painted a picture of a 
very demanding coach who was 
insistent that the team goals be 
achieved and more. 
After a very generous lunch put 
on by the parents of Cullanane we 
moved to hear Tarquinn Alatipi who 
was our Junior Prepared Speaker. 
He spoke on the colourful family life 
he had had and in particular living 
with his brother with whom there 
was fair amount of sybling rivilary. 
However in the end all came out 
well between the two brothers.

In the Senior Prepared Speech 
Henry Grey spoke on the need for

The host College this year was 
Cullanane college in Whanganui 
and the 67th year of the 
competition was celebrated.

Award  2012
The Award programme again 
ran successfully this year at 
Silverstream. We had 25  boys 
enrolled at Bronze level but the 
number of Silvers dropped to 
eight of, only six completed  their 
Awards.
Today the Award has to compete 
with many other activities and 
distractions in the lives of the boys 
but we are making no concessions 
to the effort required to meet the 
standard.
Most of the boys through out the 
monitored period between March 
and September reported regularly 
on their activities which ranged 
from gardening and landscaping to 
website design, car maintenance, 
First Aid and debating. Valuable 
social service like cleaning the 
grounds at the Hospice, visiting 
the elderly, Church service and so 
on.

On the Silver practice tramp the 
weather for once was clear and

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crayfish. Later we tramped up the 
valley for half an hour to come to 
our camping spot on the river flats.

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PUBLIC SPEAKING
All students have the opportunity 
to be involved in this cultural 
activity but in the end it came 
down to a dedicated few. In some 
ways  public speaking, as an 
activity has struggles to get going 
in a strong sports culture. The 
pressure assessment activities 
put  on student’s time, especially 
during the winter sports season, 
all militate against a higher level of 
involvement. A number of promising 
students were targeted but many 
were too committed to other things 
to get involved when it involved a 
commitment to research, writing 
and speech delivery. However 
the debating teams we did enter 
all acquitted themselves well 
and enjoyed the experience. Of 
some significance for the future 
is the number of promising Year 
9 students who were active this 
year. Public speaking is all about 
personal development. Many 
former students assert it was the 
most valuable single thing they 
did while at the College, from a 
practical view of gaining skills for 
the professional workforce.
The Senior Premier A team 
consisted of Johann Go, Chris 
Ingram and Ryan Green and was 
supervised  by Mr Mike Cole. 
The team competed well in the 
top grade but rarely come out on 
the winning side, though there 
were some very close debates. 
Johann is developing well in 
confidence and the ability to grasp 
and comprehend a complex case. 
Chris Ingram was able to back up 
his points with  robust research. 
Ryan Green is a promising young 
debater  and is very confident at 
the 3rd speaker position.

In the Senior Certificate Grade the 
emphasis is on participation and 
a number of speakers circulated 

through the team during the year. 
The main students who took part 
were Liam White, Oliver Perkinson, 
Ethan Loveridge and Shaetrun 
Pathmanathan. The Coach was 
Ms Morrell, our librarian who did a 
most conscientious job organising 
and arranging the debates. It 
was good to see some Old Boy 
university students coming back to 
help with adjudication.
We also fielded a Junior Certificate 
team composed of Thomas 
McMahon, Joseph Faure and 
Jonathan Petersen. The team 
developed well and progressed 
unbeaten to the play-offs when 
in their first debate they met the 
rough edge of a line call. In this 
development grade there is always 
a clash between well prepared 
essay type speeches and making 
an effort to engage in debating  the 
topic. The team aimed for the latter 
style. During the series of debates 
Thomas McMahon showed good 
development in his confidence 
and ability to think on his feet. His 
style was the opposite to the rapid 
fire delivery we so often associate 
with debating. Joseph Faure was 
often judged best speaker because 
of his conscientious preparation 
and his ability to cover in detail his 
side of the argument. Jonathan 
Petersen showed style and humour 
and a particularly earnest delivery 
combined with  a skill in rebuttal, 
made him a valuable member 
of the team. The coach was Mr 
Boyle and he indicated that he was 
impressed with the attitude and 
commitment of the team.

The Year 13 group have been 
outstanding with the way they 
have role modelled positive and 
respectful behavour.

Aaron Conlon was an 
outstanding Headboy who has had 
a positive influence on the entire 
College. He was assisted by Haize 
Alatipi and Iriapa Moeau who were 
deputy headboys in charge of 
the sporting and cultural sides of 
the College respectively.

So, with no iPhone, but some 
other Apple stuff, I wanted to know 
how Steve Jobs ticked. I needed 
to know how he came up with a 
product that people want to buy 
and he still manages to come out 
with something new by thinking 
differently to everyone else.

To begin, I decided to read the book 
Steve Jobs by Walter Isaacson. This 
quote in the book intrigues me ….

Walter Isaccson writes in an 
interview Steve Job’s had in San 
Francisco:

Go beyond the limits of a piece of 
paper 

As part of a Level 3 school project, 
to represent the creative side of 
Stream in the Arts’, an identity 
called Creative Stream was born. 
Jack Close and Roydon Misseldine 
decided to take a risk and think 
a little “outside the square”. They 
initially created an image for what 
is now seen as the Creative Stream 
identity as seen above. This image 
then grew to 2m x 2m, using 35 
laminated A3 sheets of paper. 
They recorded the process and 
mounting of the image as a time 
lapse and posted it on YouTube. 
On the wall of what is now called 
the Creative Stream Gallery the 
image graces our students as the 
walk up the Dowling stairwell. This 
whole process can be viewed on the 
following link http://www.youtube.

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Living your life as creatively as 
possible / Thinking differently

How do we become creative and 
live our life in a creative way. 
Some theorists say to be creative; 
it requires divergent thinking 
(generating many unique ideas – 
making stuff) and then convergent 
thinking (combining those ideas into 
the best result – finished ideas). And 
where does this divergent thinking 
come from and convergent stuff? 
Sounds complicated?

In Art+Design we are finding that 
increasingly the demands placed 
on students at Junior and Senior 
level require them to be effective 
thinkers, those idea innovators and 
problem solvers. Art and Design is 
not about being solely technically 
artistic masters of painting, amazing 
Photoshop computer manipulators, 
awesome illustrator vectorists (if 
there is such a word), however… 
it does mean, big ideas people, 
problem solvers, thought provokers, 
innovators, risk takers… students 
who can think differently, and as the 
old saying goes “thinking outside 
that big creative square!!” Art and 
Design are becoming increasingly 
competitive and so is the job market 
when they leave College. Are they 
prepared?

Christian is Canadian 
and will use this to his advantage 
as he looks to attend Art School in 
either Canada or New York State.

Ed McElwee 
Ed created branding for a clothing 
brand called Path for his Level 2 
Design portfolio. 
The identity behind Path is that it is 
a brand that draws inspiration from 
today’s street and urban culture. 
The campaign revolves around 
promoting people to venture beyond 
their everyday lives and habitat.

Joel Hintz
Joel completed his Level 1 
Portfolio looking at the work of the 
contemporary Maori artist, Shane 
Cotton. Shane Cotton’s work in 
the late 90’s were Paintings that 
are postcards of significant places. 
Some described Cotton’s work as 
representative of bookshelf type 
arrangements, stacking image and 
text in different shelves. This can 
be seen also in Joel’s work, with the 
inclusion of place names, text and 
the NZ landscapes. Joel also uses, 
as did Shane Cotton, traditional 
figurative Maori symbols.

Joel has a natural talent. He worked 
very confidently, making a lot of 
decisions on his own.

Hohepa Thompson
After College, Hohepa went to 
Victoria University and completed 
a 3-year degree in Digital Media. In 
2012 he went to Teacher’s Training 
College and we were privileged to 
have Hohepa on a teaching section 
for 6 weeks in our Department.
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MATHS
The Mathematics department launched a new initiative at Year 9 level in 2012 along with adjustments of the Level 
One curriculum and the introduction of the new Level Two curriculum.  It meant that we had quite a lot to deal with 
and required a good team ethic.  This was evident, with many a maths department discussion on Monday after 
school debating the way ahead.  

Year 9 
At Year 9 we looked at gaining better information with all boys registered on E-Asttle.  This is a Education Ministry 
initiative that is used by many school throughout the country.  It is on-line testing that can be set at curriculum levels 
and for various topics such as Measurement or Statistics etc.  The program marks the work and then provides a 
profile of the student against national benchmarks.  We tested all of our Year 9 at the start of the year and then at 
the finish.  It was very pleasing to note the boys had all made progress, with the group significantly better against 
the rest of NZ as compared to the start of the year.  Our less able students and our more able students had made 
the greatest improvements, which was even more satisfying.

The other initiative trialled by only a few classes was the use of group and rotational work.  This basically works 
on the engagement of the students – and moves away from the traditional maths classroom teaching mode.  It is 
quite intensive but the feedback from the boys was almost totally supportive.  They loved the change in focus and 
the chance to talk with the teacher in a small group situation.  This approach is a three year project and we will look 
to continuing it over the next two years.
At Level Two it was a new curriculum with a totally different assessment focus.  Old Boys would find it all very 
strange!  In saying that, the intention is obvious – to support creative and intuitive learning, rather than rote 
learning.  I am sure we will appreciate the new approach once we get used to it.  

At Level One we made adjustments to the one year old curriculum to suit our Stream boys.  At this level we like to 
involve nearly all of our boys, giving them the chance to explore their strengths in Mathematics.  I believe we do 
that well.  

What’s new for 2013? You’ve guessed it – a new curriculum at Level Three!  No rest for the good as they say.

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CAREERS
Overview

This department offers career 
education and advice to the 
students. We run the Gateway 
programme, the Year 12 and 
13 Travel and Tourism courses, 
manage the funding for STAR 
courses, run within and outside 
the College, and administer all the 
courses which teach Core Generic 
unit standards.  

Staffing

Ms Ann Bateman is currently the 
Head of Department and teaches 
the Gateway classes as well as 
Travel and Tourism. She is very 
ably assisted by Mrs Diane Kurton 
the Gateway Broker and Careers/
Gateway secretary.  

Gateway Programme

This year we successfully placed 
33 students in the workplace 
ranging from building, plumbing 
and electrical trades, retail, farming, 
hospitality, engineering, film, sports/
physical training, turf management 
and auto mechanics.  We have 
continued to receive very positive 
feedback from employers about our 
students this year. 
While in the workplace the students 
are signed up with Industry Training 
Organisations in their field of work 
and are provided with relevant 
unit standards.  The students also 
do a First Aid Course, Health and 
Safety and also a Work Ready 
Skills Course, as well as having the 
opportunity to attend STAR courses 
at Whitireia or Weltec.
We held our end of year Gateway 
lunch/prizegiving on Tuesday 23 
October at the Figtree Café in 
Upper Hutt which has taken a few 
of our chef/hospitality students over 
the years.  This was attended by the 

students, parents, employers and 
some staff from the school. 
This year the top Gateway awards 
went to Eli Meyrick Year 13 who 
was placed in retailing and Connor 
Fraser Year 12 who was placed in 
plumbing.
 
Careers 

At each year level there are 
opportunities for students to 
gain information, education and 
guidance about their subject and 
career choice. They are able to 
make one on one appointments 
with Ms Bateman the Careers 
Advisor and Mrs Kurton the Careers 
Administrator.  Lunchtime seminars 
are offered by a wide range of 
tertiary providers and industry 
training organisations as well as the 
armed forces. These are advertised 
on the front page of the College 
website.  
Year 13 students are offered a one on 
one careers interview with a Careers 
Consultant at the beginning of the 
year in order to set careers goals. 
Year 12 students attend the Coca 
Cola Careers Expo in August where 
they are able to get information 
from Tertiary Providers and Industry 
Training Organisations. Year 11 
students complete a job research 
unit in Religious Education. This 
year all Year 10 students took part 
in a visit to Whitireia Polytechnic  for 
a tertiary exploration session this 
provided an opportunity for them 
to explore a tertiary environment, 
gain an understanding of entry 
requirements, terminology and 
future study options available. 

STAR 

This fund (the Secondary Tertiary 
Alignment Resource) is used to 
fund courses in the College which 
provide unit standard qualifications 
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recognised in industry, such as 
carpentry, hospitality, electronics 
and travel and tourism. It is also 
used for students to explore 
possible courses provided by 
tertiary providers.

This course, offered at Levels 
2 and 3, allows the students an 
opportunity to complete a National 
Certificate over the two years.

9 students this year have 
completed the National Certificate 
in Tourism (Introductory Skills) 
which required them to complete 
all the unit standards taught over 
Years 12 and 13, as well as a 
requirement of a certain number 
of numeracy credits at Level 1 and 
literacy at Level 2.  

It has been a positive and eventful 
year, the sixth of running the 
Gateway Programme, which has 
had very successful outcomes for 
many of the students who took part.

The greatest difference experienced 
in the Music Department compared 
with previous years has been the 
decline in brass and woodwind 
instrumentalists.  Camiel Van 
Schoonhoven was the only 
trumpet player left in the itinerant 
programme.  The jazz band 
changed from a jazz orchestra 
configuration to that of a jazz 
combo.

Camiel and Andy Chang (flute), 
while being regular members of 
the College Jazz Band, were also 
members of he Wellington Youth 
Sinfonietta. Along with Aleksa 
Vujicic, they have contributed 
to the music life of the College 
during mass, liturgies and public 
engagements.

The jazz band performed in 
a showcase at St. Brendan’s 
Primary School as an exhibition of 
‘next steps’ for their intermediate 
students.  Camiel, Aleksa and 
Thomas Yeats performed to a 
community group in Stokes Valley in 
an on-going initiative to expand solo 
and group performance experience 
in NCEA courses.

We have had seven bands enter in 

the Rock Quest Competition.  
There was no production of SiSoMo 
this year.  In spite of this, Music 
students sought out opportunities 
to find gigs privately and have them 
videoed and used as evidence 
towards their achievement 
standards.

This is the last year we offer free 
tuition in violin to all students taking 
this option under the itinerant 
scheme.  It was initially offered this 
way to get students to “give it a 
go” as not many were drawn to the 
instrument as they were to the more 
popular instruments like guitar and 
drums..  I will now only consider 
offering free tuition for violin for six 
months if there is a commitment to 
continue as a paying student for 18 
months thereafter.  I need to add 
that there is a significant benefit to 
all students when learning a musical 
instrument regardless of career 
choices.   

There is a huge interest among 
Music students in technology to 
develop their ideas in musical 
composition.  The diversity in 
genre in compositional work is 
encouraging and exciting.  It 
ranges from classically styled to 
contemporary pop and progressive 
jazz.  Students use traditional 
scripting methods (pencil and paper) 
to highly sophisticated software like 
Sibelius, GarageBand and Logic 
to notate and create realistic audio 
demos of their projects.

Students deserve the well wishes of 
all as they become more and more 
involved in a subject like Music 
which demands an endless pursuit 
of perfection while the process is 
fraught with a mixture of frustration, 
fun and fulfillment.

I was delighted to have the 
opportunity to work with Mrs Potts at 
St Pats having heard so much about 
this special school. You might ask 
who had I been talking to? Good 
press had come from my husband 
who is an Old Boy of the school 
and was here in the 1970s and also 

from Mrs Pepper with whom I had 
worked at Sacred Heart in Lower 
Hutt. My background is in teaching 
Textiles and Design, but I have 
always enjoyed the classes of Food 
and Nutrition. 
The special character of St Pats 
has been a highlight of my time 
here. I have enjoyed the Masses 
taken by Father John and the formal 
occasions of Prize giving when I 
see the rewards of the hard work 
the boys have done throughout 
the year. In the Food and Nutrition 
Department   Mrs Potts welcomes 
both staff and students into a warm 
and vibrant environment.

Year 9 FAN
Food and Nutrition is part of the 
Physical Education and Health 
Curriculum and all boys at Year 9 
have the opportunity to learn about 
the importance of healthy eating. 
During each of the two terms, each 
class learnt some basic nutrition 
skills and have prepared and eaten 
simple dishes that will give them 
confidence in the essential life skill 
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of preparing food for themselves, 
friends and family. We hope they 
have enjoyed their time while 
gaining some understanding of the 
responsibility we all have for making 
good food choices.  

Year 10 FAN
Year 10 two classes of 20 plus 
students have each had two terms 
of classes, 3 times a week. Each 
week students have prepared 
simple, tasty and nutritious food 
which they could cook at home for 
the family. The emphasis has been 
on both the nutritional makeup of the 
meals, along with the importance of 
presentation. While the students 
have still worked together in pairs 
or groups at times, there was much 
more individual work which gave 
the opportunity for creativity and 
flair. Students have completed the 
HETTANZ Certificate in Food and 
Nutrition which gives them a chance 
to work with the marking scale they 
will meet with NCEA at Year 11. 
The topics covered were Sports 
Nutrition, Media Messages and 
Cooking with Limited Resources.

Year 11 FAN
This class enjoyed a range of 
experiences this year, with many 
Excellences being achieved with 
some fantastic work by a variety 
of students. Most of the class are 
staying for Level 2 next year and 
the class will be able to build on the 
knowledge that they have gained 
this year for even better results next 
year.

Year 12 FAN
Food insecurity or ‘hidden hunger’ 
is a big issue in New Zealand 
requiring attention and social action, 
something St. Patrick’s College 
Silverstream has identified. This 
was one of the standards that the 
Level 2 Food and Nutrition class 
investigated this year. Results of the 
2002, Ministry of Health National 
Nutrition Survey found that between 
20-22% of New Zealanders 
experienced food insecurity with 

higher rates in Pacific and Maori 
people.

Year 13 Food and Nutrition
Summing up Year 13 Food and 
Nutrition we can all say that this 
subject was an enjoyable yet 
academic year as the senior 
students worked towards completing 
their five years in Food and Nutrition 
for 2012.
Our year started off with our class 
being accepted into the Young 
Enterprise Foundation Scheme 
which is operated by The Lion 
Foundation.The next step of this 
three term assessment was to split 
into two businesses one named 
Enhanced and the other Epiphinot 
where we were all allocated our 
certain roles within the company this 
included; CEO/Communications 
Manager/Financial Manager/
Advertising and Marketing Managers 
and Production Managers. Now as 
two fully functioning companies we 
decided what was expected of us 
throughout the year and what we 
need/want to achieve for this year. 
As both businesses progressed 
throughout the weeks in both their 
practical and academic studies 
for this assessment, both came to 
conclusion of what products they 

were going to sell for Martin Bosley 
and the target market they were 
looking for. With Enhanced creating 
a Feijoa Syrup and an Orange & 
Ginger Sauce and Epiphinot creating 
an Orange & Carmel and a Coffee 
Carmel Sauce, both businesses 
had very good concepts on how 
they want their year to run and what 
Martin Bosley excepted of them.  
We visited the Wellington Food 
Show at Westpac Stadium where 
we reviewed different businesses 
ways of Sales and Marketing and 
Packaging ideas to assist us with 
our own business.
As both businesses have had great 
help from our teachers Mrs Potts/
Mrs Brown and Mrs Pepper it was 
now coming close to the crucial 
part of this program. We had the 
products prepared, sampled and 
packaged and we had gathered all 
the Nutritional Information on this 
product as well as the HACCAP 
Plan/Food Chemistry/ Health 
& Safety Regulations and the 
Concepts and Briefs planned by 
both companies. Now what was 
needed of us was to sell these 
products at both the Wellington 
City Market, located near Te Papa 
and North City Plaza in Porirua. 
Both groups did tremendous jobs 
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on selling and advertising their 
products with Enhanced having 
a more successful sales rate in 
Wellington and Epiphinot selling 
more of their products in Porirua. 
In order to complete this massive 
assessment both businesses 
needed to finish their Visual Diaries 
on the year that was and complete 
the business side of this project. 
We were then paid for the sales 
both company’s made during the 
different markets we operated. 

Our next and final step was to 
complete Standard 90676 Describe 
Technologists Responsibilities to 
a Wider Community. This involved 
the ethical and moral understanding 
of a technologist and the laws and 
regulations they must abide by; 
we had two technologists who we 
researched and did a case study 
on and we had the most enjoyable 
opportunity of meeting them during 
our classes. Patrick Herd an 
Electrician from Victoria University 

and Areti Kasoulides-Paulson an 
Engineer from Aurecon. This gave 
our class the extra credits we 
may need and also adds on to the 
assessment of creating products as 
a technologist for Martin Bosley.
As our year at St Pats finally draws 
to a close we can say that this year 
was a productive and beneficial year. 
We learned about the Hospitality 
and Economic Industries. Our five 
years in Food and Nutrition have 
taught us the main principals, 
ideas and concepts which we can 
continue to carry through life. From 
all the 13FAN Boys we just want to 
thank Mrs Potts for her dedication, 
hard work and effort over the five 
years at Stream. We cannot thank 
her enough. To Mrs Pepper and Mrs 
Brown for their excellent input they 
gave us at times when we needed 
it. Also for the work they do with 
the other classes. Mrs Duffy for her 
advice and knowledge which she 
passed on to both businesses which 
was very beneficial. To Mrs Smith 
for her behind the scenes work with 
keeping the class and the pantry 
transitioning smoothly.

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RELIGIOUS STUDIES
The Department started off the year 
with one new member, Mr Peter 
Woods. He settled in easily, soon 
finding the need for gumboots as 
he faithfully strode out, whatever 
the weather, to coach his rugby 
team on Tuesday afternoons.  Mr 
Woods is also involved with golf 
so his extra-curricular activities do 
take up a considerable amount of 
his time. Students have warmed to 
his kindness and interest in their 
welfare and his vast biblical and 
theological knowledge.  
As is usual in this Department, our 
boys are encouraged to see the 
study of the Faith as just one aspect 
of the life of a Christian. Service 
and concern for others, especially 
the less well-off in society, is also 
inherent in what it means to truly 
be a disciple of Jesus. As well, a 
public expression of their faith and 
commitment means attendance at 
Mass, Benediction and the various 
liturgies which are conducted to 
celebrate or commemorate the on-
going cycle of the Church’s year. 
We have been fortunate in having 
our Chaplain, Fr John Greally, who 
has been a stalwart of the Special 
Character dimension of our College 
and someone whom the boys trust 
and respect. His presence in the 
classroom is always welcome with 
many of the boys commenting 
on his superb teaching skills. As 
well, he has been the instigator 
and facilitator of all the Year Level 
Retreats this year, apart from the 
one delivered to Yr 12, which again 
came from Choicez Media based in 
Australia.
As is usual in the Department, the 
Senior students have worked at 
the three levels of NCEA, many 
determined, studying very hard 
to achieve Merit and Excellence 
grades with a very pleasing success 
rate.  Religious Studies is now a 
stand-alone subject for University 
Entrance and students have realised 

that it opens up pathways to many 
exciting further study opportunities.
For those students willing and able 
to study Theology through Otago 
University, long, late hours, both 
at school and at home, have paid 
off with yet another year of high 
grades attained. Congratulations 
to this year’s students: Andrew 
Hallot, Thom Nguyen, Sean Stack 
and Patrick Murrow who now have 
18 credits towards their university 
qualification.
In the Junior school, the teachers 
have endeavoured to provide a 
stimulating programme which 
attempts to teach the basics of our 
Catholic faith and draw them closer 
to a fuller knowledge and love of 
Jesus. In this way, our Marist values 
make a good fit, so that what is 
learned in the classroom can be 
lived out in a Marist way. 
Many visitors come and go to the 
Religious Studies Department, 
all welcome, bringing the Good 
News in a more practical, everyday 
package. One of these visitors was 
Fr Bernie Georges who spoke to 
the boys on Choices. He discussed 
the consequences of decisions they 
make impacting on the rest of their 
lives.
Another very popular visitor is always 
Senior Constable Kerry Fenton. He 
has visited all classes again this 
year as part of our endeavour to 
produce responsible citizens who 
understand the caution required 
around drinking and driving and 
drug use.  A highlight of the session 
is always the chance for students 
to don specially manufactured 
goggles which mimic various stages 
of intoxication. Laughter erupts as 
students stumble around the room, 
unable to perform even the simplest 
of tasks. Although this is certainly a 
lot of fun to see, it also serves as a 
very practical lesson in responsible 
social drinking.
As part of the Ethics topic studied 

at Year 13, Rachel’s Vineyard came 
to discuss and demonstrate issues 
around the beginning of life. Boys 
were amazed to see and to hold a 
tiny plastic foetus, complete in every 
way. They were surprised to discover 
that, with current legislation, a 
life such as this is regularly being 
aborted. After this, many were 
finding it hard to reconcile their 
previously held beliefs about just 
when life begins.            
The Department is always keen to 
encourage the sharing of resources 
and personnel across the school. 
The Year 12 boys were able to 
listen to Mr George Lake, from the 
Languages Department, who spoke 
interestingly about customs and 
practices around Death and Dying in 
the Maori Tradition. This gave them 
a good background for their class 
work. It also served to further their 
understanding and appreciation of 
the whole dying process and the 
importance and significance of the 
Tangihanga to those left grieving for 
their loved ones.
The young men of our College are 
certainly keen to grapple with issues 
of Social Justice. This is discussed 
within the various topics taught 
throughout the year levels. This 
year, Year 12 students contacted 
Caritas. They then conducted on-line 
discussions with various personnel 
who could better acquaint them with 
the problems on a global scale and 
assist them in considering what the 
best solutions might be. As a result, 
the boys applied this knowledge to 
their in-depth study of Haiti, post 
earthquake. From this they have 
acquired an understanding of the 
dire situation of the Haitian people. 
It has also made them aware of the 
comparative comfort in which they 
live and are being educated.
The Junior students have also 
followed this theme with their study 
of Refugees. They learned that 
Jesus himself was a refugee in 
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Egypt. They considered the plight 
of Mary and Joseph at this time, 
widening their scope to take in all 
the refugee situations in the world 
today. From this it is hoped that 
they will begin to realise we are 
responsible for the welfare of all the 
citizens of our planet, regardless of 
creed, colour or ethnicity.
Further related to this theme 
of love and compassion, the 
Compassionate Marists formed 
this year. Made up of caring, social 
justice-minded young men from all 
year levels, they regularly visit the 
elderly at the Home of Compassion 
in the lunch break, talking, assisting 
with writing letters, wheeling them 
out into the sunshine or just being a 
gentle presence for them. The boys 
have commented that they gain far 
more than they can ever give.
The boys at Year 12 have also 
benefited from the programme 
facilitated by Plunket. This provides 
skills in the care and education of 
pre-schoolers. It includes thinking 
about the child’s general health, 
nutrition, exercise and education so 
that s/he is given the best possible 
start in life. Many of the boys were 
unsure about the programme at 
the start but were soon engaged, 
finding out things about pre-
schoolers they had never before 

considered. As many will be fathers 
themselves, sometimes less than 
ten years out of college, it is to be 
hoped that these new found skills 
will be put to good use in bringing 
up the next generation.

The Year 11 boys have begun 
considering their future vocation. In 
the Careers module they attempt to 
identify the type of person they feel 
they are, along with their particular 
strengths and weaknesses. 
Once they are comfortable with 
whomsoever they think they are, they 
can consider suitable occupations 
and discover the requirements 
needed to achieve this. By focusing 
on what is required at this stage in 
their lives, it is hoped that the boys 
will have enough time to pursue and 
achieve them satisfactorily. It is the 
wise man who finds a job he really 
likes for then he will never really 
work a day in his life!
Mention must also be made of the 
numbers of young men who call 
in to see me each day, happy to 
help wherever the need arises. 
Sometimes it is to   organise 
Benediction, set up the Chapel for 
a liturgy, choose hymns or write 
prayers, console someone who is 
sad or confused, tidy the books, 
clean the desks, sometimes to ask 

questions about their work or even 
just to chat and share their news. 
They are always such a pleasure to 
see.   
Another use for the Religious 
Studies Department has also 
been discovered. It has become 
a haven for boys who arrive early 
on cold mornings. They can study, 
play cards, listen to music, talk 
and practise the piano. Likewise 
at Breaks One and Two, they pile 
in, taking advantage of the heating 
in the winter terms and the sunny 
situation in the summer months. It is 
good to see them gathered together 
in the Marist way, interacting with 
each in the spirit of Christian love 
and acceptance. Hearing the music 
of familiar hymns echoing around 
the upstairs corridor of Dowling 
certainly announces faith is alive 
and well in our College community.   
The Department is fortunate in having 
such collegial and hardworking staff 
who genuinely care for the young 
men in our College. We thank God 
for the  goodness and love He 
shows to us all.

The Young Vinnie’s group within our 
school have had a very successful 
year. At the moment we have about 
twenty members on our books, but 
not all our members are actively 
engaged for various reasons. It is 
our aim in 2013 to encourage more 
members from within the junior 
school to our organisation. Young 
Vinnies is the youth branch of St. 
Vincent De Paul society. 
We are an organisation that reaches 
out and provides whatever help to 
whoever is in need. We fund raise 
through Junior socials, collect cans 
of food twice a year, visit the elderly 
and infirm. As our symbol shows, 
we are the hands of Christ in action. 
“A small act of kindness to just one 
person is better than none”.- Mother 
Theresa.
The Young Vinnies group here at 
Silverstream this year have done 
just that! We have reached out to 
help many families less fortunate 
than us in our communities and 
around the pacific. As a group we 
started a can drive to raise cans. 
Our members designed posters, 
each morning we placed the 
House bins in the front of ranks. 
Encouraged by the words of Mr 
Tully the numbers grew. Collectively 
we raised over 3000 cans. These 
went to support the work of the 
Upper Hutt Food Bank and Upper 
Hutt SVDP, that was a great social 
effort. 
After the seniors left for exams, 
our Juniors did their bit for the 
end of year Christmas can drive. 
They collected over a thousand 
cans along with other goodies and 
presents for those in need of a 
Christmas lift. Our Junior boarders 
after school, went house to house, 
visiting supermarkets etc collecting 
cans, they filled the school trailer – it 
was a wonderful gesture.
Along with collecting the cans, three 
of our students, each week went 
to “Connections” a local church 
on Wednesdays to help pack the 

cans up in boxes with fruit and 
vegetables. Then helped with the 
distribution to the elderly, and needy 
in our community. It was important 
to see where the cans went after 
collection.
Students from Mrs. Potts Home 
Economics class took some of the 
collected tins, packing them into 
an A4 cardboard box. They wrote 
up simple individual recipes with 
instructions on how to cook and 
prepare the donated veggies and 
bread/ pasta etc. with the contents 
of the tins. In all about 30 boxes 
were prepared and the boys had 
the opportunity to see how well they 
were received. It is hoped we can 
do this exercise again in 2013.
Students in groups of about three 
or four went each week to visit 
the “Home of Compassion” which 
is the old age home adjacent to 
the school. Students went on 
Wednesday and Fridays after 
school to visit the residents. We 
know that the residents looked 
forward to the visits as well as 
beginning to learn each others 
names. What a wonderful gift of 
sharing their time!
When winter hit this year, we 
collected warm clothes and blankets 
for the many still in need living 
in Christchurch. Four bins were 
collected for distribution, a good 
effort! Opticians and eye specialists 
from around New Zealand and 
Australia made a special appeal for 
sunglasses and reading glasses 
as they were going to do free 
missionary work in the Islands. 
Sadly we did not collect as many 
glasses as we had hoped. 
We also donated money to the 
Westpac Helicopter Trust to 
compliment money raised by the 
whole College in the Memory of 
Zelius Venter , a promising student 
from our school who was killed this 
year in a riding accident.

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“Memories are made of this”

At the start of every week I cast my eyes over to my calendar and see what is coming up. 
Sometimes it is something exciting, sometimes I wish the week was over before it has even 
begun. Sometimes a specific date jumps out at me, and I eagerly anticipate the upcoming events. 
However, sometimes the date stands out for a different reason. A reason that feels like the whole 
world is crashing down around me. A reason that makes me want to curl up and cry. The most 
recent of these dates? October 14. The anniversary of my mother’s death.

It was a night like any other. Dad had just bought a new cellphone and my nine year old self was 
testing out the fascinating camera feature. I distinctively remember taking the first photo of my 
mum on the phone. It was of her closing the curtains in the living room. Little did I know that would 
also be the last photo I would ever take of her. Little did I know that the closing of the curtains 
would be the closing of my mother’s life.

I often hear sirens racing past my house in the dead of the night. Police, ambulance, fire, they all 
scream past in a messy blur. I had never given much thought to them. Until October 14. That night, 
the sirens were outside my house. That night, the emergency sirens weren’t the only things racing. 
As I awoke with a start, my heart began beating a mile a minute. Why were the sirens so loud? 
Why were they at my house? October 14 was the night that changed my life as I knew it. It was the 
end of my mother’s journey.

It’s strange, waking up to find your whole family standing around in their dressing gowns and 
slippers, staring at you with sorrow deep in their eyes. It wasn’t Christmas and it certainly wasn’t 
my birthday. My innocent nine year old brain could not possibly comprehend what could cause 
such a large gathering so early on a Saturday morning. After all, October 14 was just a normal day. 
My head spun. The news was broken. Shock took over my body and paralysed me. In my parents’ 
bed lay my mother’s corpse.

For the next few days, I was in a state of confusion. Every morning I would wake up and expect 
Mum to be there, greeting me good morning and making me breakfast. Helping me to get ready 
and hugging me tight. Instead various family members would come and visit, putting their arms 
around my shoulders, comforting and consoling me and saying “everything will be alright”. How?

Mum is still my greatest source of 
inspiration, and whenever I feel upset or stressed, I think of the battle she fought. Regardless of 
her illness she still cared for me and never complained. She always had a smile on her dial and a 
spring in her step. She was my mum, and nothing can take that away from me. She was my mum, 
and her spirit lives on in my heart. Even though she is not physically present, I will always have my 
mother’s love. So the next time I see October 14 on the calendar, there will be tears. But there will 
also be smiles as I remember the good times, the memories I will treasure forever.

Communications 

It has been a productive year in the 
Technology department with many 
changes.  We have a new Head of 
Department Belinda Curran and 
a new technology teacher Paul 
Wilson.  Patrick Hallot has shifted 
roles to take charge of Design and 
Visual Communications and Lev-
el 3 Carpentry.  Frank Burke our 
technician has continued to play 
an essential role in the department 
keeping all our tools and machines 
in tip-top condition, as well as as-
sisting the boys with the benefit of 
his many years of practical experi-
ence.
The junior Hard Materials Technol-
ogy projects have been a great suc-
cess, with ‘whale-tail’ wine-bottle 
holders, CO2 dragsters and wood-
en toys being made at Year 9, and 
wooden stools and nesting boxes 
for Zealandia in Year 10.  The Zea-
landia project saw the boys getting 
involved to solve a tricky problem 
faced by Zealandia – how to pro-
vide nesting sites for native Kakari-
ki birds that these fussy green par-
rots will accept, and so help boost 
their breeding numbers.  The boys 
will be donating their nesting boxes 
to Zealandia at the end of the term, 
and we look forward to seeing 
which ones the birds like the best!
At NCEA Level 1 and 2 the boys 
have completed unit standards 
which form part of the Level 1 and 
2 National Certificates in Carpen-
try. At Level 1 the boys learnt the 
safe use of hand tools and portable 
power tools to make a dining-tray, 
a wheel barrow and a cape-cod 
chair.  A total of 14 boys success-
fully completed all the unit stan-
dards required to gain their Level 
1 National Certificate in Carpentry 
– a huge achievement!  At Level 2 
the boys used hand tools, portable 
power tools and fixed machinery to 
make an oilstone box, a steplad-
der and a sawhorse, with almost all 
the boys gaining the 5 compulsory 
unit standards for Level 2, and 4 

successfully passing their Level 2 
National Certificate – another very 
significant achievement for a single 
year’s work.
We are lucky to be one of the few 
schools able to deliver Level 3 
BCITO Unit Standards.  While the 
course is mostly theory we do have 
an element of practical work to com-
plement the theory, with the boys 
making a tool-box and a cape-cod 
chair.  A number of these boys are 
considering moving into a building 
career.
The Level 1 Metal Work (Tools-4-
Work) class used lathes, mills, drills 
and the welding gear to make a 
toolbox, clamps and a wind-vane to 
a very high standard.  We are very 
pleased with the high quality of the 
work all the boys have produced this 
year, and they take away a valuable 
set of skills and knowledge that will 
put them in an excellent position for 
next year.
We are looking forward to an even 
more successful 2013 and wish all 
the boys the very best for their en-
deavours.

Wednesday 7 November 2012: At today's powhiri, Hato Paora College(Fielding) handed over one of their 
taonga as their current Deputy Principal, Victor Herbert, was welcomed onto the staff of St Patrick's College 
Silverstream as the new Head of Learning Support. Of Ngati Porou descent, Victor has been Deputy Principal 
at Hato Paora from 2007, having worked there for 11 years as Head of Physical Education. Victor and his 
supporters from Hato Paora were welcomed into the school chapel with a haka led by Year 10 student Herewini 
Ammunson and Year 11 student Regan Eketone. Korero were offered by Herewini; Ken Mihaere, a long time 
staff member of Hato Paora; Gerard Tully, Rector of Stream; Peter Douglas, Board Chair and CEO of Te Ohu 
Kaimoana; and Debi Marshall-Lobb, Principal of Hato Paora. During the hongi the accompanying Hato Paora 
Year 13 students honoured Victor with their school haka. Victor returns to Hato Paora until the end of the year 
and joins Stream fully from the start of 2013.
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OLD BOY PROFILE
Arthur Richardson – Silverstream’s first day pupil – born 23 November 1917

Arthur Richardson was a first-day pupil, and one of the very few Day Boys, when St Patrick’s College 
Silverstream opened in 1931.  He remembers the first Ranks in the Quad taken by Father Dowling SM, the 
founding Rector.  It was a fine sunny morning and Fr Dowling spoke to the boys about the new College and 
his hopes for the future.  He talked of nurturing leaders of men, loyal to King and Country and Church.  After 
speaking he gave the boys a half-day holiday.  In those days the boys played tennis and golf, but the playing 
fields were being planned out especially for rugby.  Arthur recalls that Father Dowling was a man of great 
presence and when he spoke people listened – he had great mana.  Another member of the staff was Father 
Kennedy, who was a highly respected teacher.
The Cadet Army Corps, which lasted to the 1960s, soon became a prominent feature of the College life with the 
annual barracks week.  Officers from the army camp at Trentham were sent to the College to help with drill and 
shooting and infantry tactics.
After he left College, Arthur worked for D Scott Hardware & Timber Merchants, located near the Ambulance 
station in Cable Street, Wellington.  He delivered hardware goods by bicycle around the locality, often over 
cobblestone streets which were common at that time.
Arthur remembers little of the Depression or the politics of the time, as his father was in the army and thus was 
able to make a reasonable income to provide for the family.  When the Second World War broke out, Arthur 
enlisted in the early echelons and experienced a period of training in Fiji.  He actually took his golf clubs with 
him, but sadly these were left behind in Fiji when he was sent to Egypt.  He served in the 5th Field Regiment, an 
Artillery Unit, and while in Egypt was based in Maadi Camp.  The New Zealand division, which was part of the 
Commonwealth Expeditionary force led by General Alexander, advanced across North Africa but was pushed by 
the better-led and trained Germans back into Egypt.  He remembered the retreat as a helter-skelter operation 
and the force escaped as the Germans ran out of fuel.  The continuing campaign saw the New Zealanders 
advance against General Rommel and ultimately to victory at the battle of El Alamein.  Arthur recalls the hugh 
artillery bombardment that preceded that battle.  The Commander was General Montgomery and the defeated 
Germans retreated towards Tripoli and the final surrender in Tunisia in May 1943.  Arthur’s unit was then sent 
across to Italy and it advanced up through Italy to the battle of Monte Cassino and then on to the liberation of 
Rome.
After the war ended Arthur returned to New Zealand and was employed by the NZ Forest Service until his 
retirement in 1987.  He married Mary and they had two sons, Peter and Michael, and a daughter Anne.  The 
family lived in Oak Street, Upper Hutt, where Mary continues to reside, although Arthur is now cared for at the 
Home of Compassion, Silverstream.  Peter and Michael attended St Patrick’s College, Silverstream, as did 
Peter’s son James, and Anne’s son, Hamish.
Today Arthur is in the Home of Compassion.  His artillery career has led to problems of hearing, and he also has 
a shell fragment in his 
knee, but otherwise he 
is quite well and takes 
great interest in the 
College activities, which 
can be seen clearly 
from the windows of 
the new building there.  
He is visited regularly 
by family and friends, 
including another 
Stream old boy – Tim 
McMahon.  He recently 
celebrated his 95th 
birthday at a small party 
attended by family and 
a few friends.
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Level Two English Extension - 2012

Home should be a place we consider safe. A place where we can live our day-to-day lives without fearing 
assault or abuse, a place where we feel secure, and a place where we can fulfil our desires in life. For 
me as an immigrant, New Zealand is my home. It is the place I feel safest in and where I wish to fulfil my 
life wishes and desires. Unfortunately, for many immigrants and refugees in New Zealand, the place they 
consider home is not welcoming and not a safe place for them to be.

The Kite Runner, a book by Khaled Hosseini vividly illustrates the lives of immigrants; their hopes and 
struggles, successes and failures. We are given a detailed insight into the lives of such people and how 
they cope with the world around them. Through the ideas portrayed in the text, and through my personal 
experiences, we can gain a better understanding of the nature of immigration. 

Perhaps the most misconstrued idea about immigration is the idea of sacrifice. Many locals assume 
immigration is purely for self interest and self gain. This is most certainly not true. Imagine being the 
richest man in your district, owning the most grandiose house and being so rich you could build an 
orphanage or opera house by simply clicking your fingers. Now, imagine giving up all your wealth to 
migrate to a country to give your children an opportunity for a safer and more prosperous life. This is 
precisely what a loving father, Baba, did as a final gift for his son, Amir. Baba was prepared to start his life 
from scratch and work as a labourer at a gas station. “One last gift for Amir.”

Baba’s altruistic and selfless sacrifice visibly shows us the love that exists between Amir and Baba, but 
furthermore, it gives us an insight into the motive behind immigration. We are shown that Baba and 
Amir did not immigrate because of the welfare benefits they could receive as refugees or for any similar 
reasons. Rather, Baba’s decision to immigrate was fuelled by his desire for Amir to have a chance at a 
successful and prosperous life. As an immigrant of New Zealand, I can personally relate to this concept. 
My parents’ decision to immigrate to New Zealand has been the greatest gift I have ever received from 
them. Through their sacrifice and love, I am able to have access to a good education and have a chance 
at a successful future. Symbolically, my siblings and I are ‘Amir’, and my parents, ‘Baba’.

Despite all this, immigration is not without its struggles and difficulties. Moving to a new country to start 
a new life is not an easy choice to make. As The Kite Runner describes, it can be a journey filled with 
violence and unspeakable danger. Witnessing adversity, experience in pain and suffering are part and 
parcel of escaping a country as refugees. The affliction, however, does not stop when you reach the 
shores of your intended destination. Here, your troubles take a different form. Employment discrimination, 
bullying and racial stereotyping are just a few of the many problems immigrants continue to face in our 
world today. Immigrants are incessantly accused of stealing jobs and depriving locals of opportunities, 
when many locals themselves are not committed to their work. So, it makes me ponder this question in my 
head; how can people blame immigrants for stealing their jobs when many of them do not even realise the 
value and privilege of work?

Baba is the prime example of a dedicated worker. An immigrant from Afghanistan, Baba works tirelessly 
and diligently at a petrol station. Even when he experienced sickness, he did not falter in his effort 
and desire to work. “I work always. In Afghanistan I work, in America I work.” Those words came from 
an immigrant who understood the enormous privilege of being able to work. Many immigrants in New 
Zealand hail from all over the world. These immigrants share one common trait; they have all experienced 
genuine hardship. As a result of this, most immigrants, like Baba, understand the privilege of being offered 
a job. They work tirelessly day in and day out to provide for their families.

While you are reading this article, immigrants and refugees in New Zealand and around the world 
continue to experience abuse and a lack of acceptance by locals. I would like to issue everyone with a 
final challenge: the next time you pick up your Chinese takeaways, get treated by an African doctor at 
A&E, or visit the local dairy run by the Indian couple, I urge you to take a moment to reflect on the lives of 
these immigrants. Reflect on their sacrifices and their struggles.

Old Boys Cup
The athletes and the coaches knew that Town had three Year 9 boys who were sprinters of national quality – record 
setters at 100, 200 and 400m at NZ U12 level.  This was hugely significant as sprinters cause much damage, 
usually combining speed with jumping and throwing to a high level at the younger age grades.  Alongside this Town 
had a good team of middle distance boys, with the NZ U16 1500m champion one of them.  
It was immediately obvious when the 200’s started that we were in trouble as Town took out 31 points to our 19.  
The “turbo twins” plus the “Paese terror” showed up immediately with 1st and 2nd in one grade and 1st in the next 
grade up – avoiding wasting a top sprinter by having one of the twins race a grade up.  Fletcher Greaves 23.2 win 
in the U16 grade and Jack Shipp U17 win in 22.6 helped us keep in touch.  Keanu Moran 23.7, Lester Maulolo 
24.8 and Reid Mccashin 23.9 all took valuable second places.  The middle distance boys were up next with the 
strong man 3000m.  The event was almost a white-wash to Town except for the outstanding win by Ryan Scaife in 
the U15 race with an Old Boys record of 10min 1.8 seconds and a 3rd place to Dom Roe in the Senior 3k.  Dom’s 
race was notable for some decidedly un-sportsman like tactics from the Townies who should have known better.  
Dom was promoted to 3rd under appeal as the Townies surrounded him and stopped him running freely during the 
race.  With Dom a first year Senior it was a torrid experience. He will be the better for it!   
In the field events it was fairly even. The javelin, a Stream standout event, we managed to win by 29 to 21 points, 
with another Old Boys record achieved by Nathan Moen getting the 600g javelin out to 52.86m in the U15 grade.  
He was joined in the winners circle by Nick Mannix 50.7m in the 700g U16 grade and Andrew Knight 48.83m in the 
Senior grade.  Ken Tuffin 45.1m, Lui Luamanu 44.27m and Troy Mohr 44.56m all took seconds in their grades.  On 
the other hand the shotput saw us gain only 19 points to Towns 31.  Lui Luamanu took our only win with 12.71m 
in the U16 5kg grade.  
Back to the track we then hit the 800m races. This was going to show who had the best middle distance team and 
it came out 24 points to Stream and 26 points to Town.  While this did signal where the result was heading it was 
an event that unearthed a new talent at Stream in the form of one Zelius Venter.  Zelius had virtually no training 
or athletic history of any sort behind him but showed a huge pair of lungs and a strong sprint in taking out the 
U15 800m in 2min 8.9 seconds.  Fletcher Greaves moved up to 800m and took on the NZ U16 1500m champs, 
narrowly losing but still running a very strong 2min 3.9 seconds.  Dan Jordan, team captain, won the Senior 800m 
in 2min 5 seconds and Max Press showed that the Stream Year 9’s, while not fast, were strong with a great win of 
2min 22 seconds in the U14 grade.  
The jumps were fairly even apart from the triple jump.  Our lack of facilities is always exposed in the jumps as they 
require the correct surface.  Town had made much use of Newtown park and there triple jumpers won every grade.  
In the long jump it was even, and the high jump was won by us narrowly with 26 points.  Regan Gubb with 1.73m 
and Rohan Russo with 1.70m were outstanding for us in the U16 grade, while Tom England and Antony Aston-
Barron took first and second in the U15 grade. 
The 400’s and 1500’s were also taken by Town, with our depth exposed particularly in the 1500 where Thomas 
Yates was forced to run in the Senior grade due to a lack of Seniors.  He still took a great second place with 4min 
31 secs after running up a different grade in the 800m and taking second there also in 2min 7 secs.  Jack Shipp 
and Fletcher Greaves showed there experience with solid wins in the 400’s.

The season started with a tour by 
a group of athletes who had com-
peted well at the NZ Secondary 
School Champs in Dec of 2011.  
The tour was a chance for the 
boys to combine competition with 
a road trip around the lower North 
Island in mid January to early 
February.  It did require the boys 
to join clubs, which they did.  The 
experience was enjoyable for all, 
with a memorable trip to Hamil-
ton where an over-night stay was 
required in Taupo and then Ham-
ilton. The competition was very 
strong and it did give the boys 
great feedback on where they 
were.  It also revealed the hidden 
talents of the Jordan boys, who 
leapt into super-plumber action 
when a pipe burst its tap in our 
camp kitchen in Hamilton.  A larger 
group of boys followed this tour up 
with some pre-school training back 
on the grass track at Stream.

Old Boys’ Cup Track Results
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The Willis Mile

In between Old Boys and McEvedy we hosted a track event that was a launch of the sports facilities project at 
Stream.  Nick Willis, the Silver Medallist over 1500m from the Beijing Olympics in 2008, was coming to Stream 
to attack a sub 4 minute mile on our grass track. Glen Woodward and his ground crew had the track in superb 
condition and it looked magnificent.  We invited the Hutt Valley schools to take part in preliminary relays and they 
did so, running some great times.  We also had an attempt on a world record in the super-shot by a number of 
throwers, led by the many times NZ Hammer Throw Champion, and NZ Representative, Phil Jensen from Lower 
Hutt. They were not quite successful but certainly attracted attention from the 2000 plus crowd who attended 
the meeting.  We also had an 800m for women that featured Anne Hare, a 5000m Olympian from 1984, plus a 
number of top women from the Wellington region.  When it came time for the mile, the wind had got up to a point 
where the school tent was blown over.  It was also cold.  In spite of this Nick and his training buddies from the 
States and England set out with the 4mins in their sights.  The crowd were asked to ring the track and move into 
lane 4 creating a wind break and a corridor.  This provided Nick with the adrenalin to ignore the wind and the first 
lap flew by in 61 seconds.  The second lap was 60 seconds and they were on pace.  By the third lap the gaps 
were opening up and a huge gust of wind visibly slowed the runners on the back straight.  Nick was on his own 
by then, with only Hamish Carson staying close.  The last lap saw Nick really pushing hard as he knew it was 
going to be close.  Crossing the line in 4mins 3 seconds was a fantastic effort in the conditions. It was a great 
finish to a great evening and an awesome launch of the sports project.  A huge amount of work had gone into the 
event and much thanks has to go the Lower Hutt athletics community and 
the Stream support staff.  The evening concluded with drinks and nibbles 
in the school dining room and a short speech from Nick supporting the 
venture plus a short reply and speech from Brian McGuiness, the chair of 
the Board of Proprieters, and a driving force behind the project.

The Town team were obviously 
strong but we felt we had a chance 
still if the Coll athletes were strong 
enough to cancel out some of the 
Town performers.  Coll had been 
working hard over the summer – so 
it was going to be an interesting 
McEvedy yet again!  Coll were the 
defending champions.
The 3000m was the first event 
and it was a win to Stream!  Ryan 
Scaife continued his hot form from 
Old Boys’ with a decisive win over 
three Coll boys, taking first in 9,mins 
52.20 secs.  This was followed by 
the 200s – and Town came to the 
fore.  For Stream it was ominous.  
We took 8 points in total!  These 
were: Jack Shipp, first in the senior 
200m in 22.94; Fletcher Greaves 
second in the U16 grade in 23.64 
and Lester Maulolo fourth in the U15 
grade in 24.68.  In the field events 
Town were going very well while we 
were just looking for points.  In the 
High jump Regan Gubb continued 
his fine form with a win in the 
U16 grade with 1.65m, while Tom 
England only gained fourth in the 
U15 grade with the same height!  
Rohan Russo did not get a point but 
competed up a grade and did clear 
1.75m which would have claimed 
points in his correct grade.  Town 
had two athletes gain points in every 
grade of the High Jump.
In the 800m, Zelius Venter 
continued his rise with a glorious 
win in the U15 grade in 2mins 6.68 
secs.  Thomas Yates, running in his 
correct grade, was rewarded with 
a fine third in 2min 5.91 sec.  Tom 
England showed his versatility with 
a fine third in the U15 grade in 2min 
10.06.  Coll had made a come back 
in this event.
In the Javelin, Stream came back 
with a 1-2 in the U15 event and 
a 2-3 in the U16 grade.  Nathan 
Moen with 51.29m was close to 
the record.  Ken Tuffin threw a 
fine 44.58m.  Nick Mannix and Lui 
Luamanu in the U16 grade had 
45.0m and 44.53m respectively.

In the Discus Saio Salevao threw 
48.75m to win the senior event – a 
distance that would put him in the 
top 8 nationally.  In the U15 grade 
Lester Maulolo again showed his 
ability with a win and 42.67m.  Vern 
Sosefo and Joe Apikotoa took 
second and fourth in the U16 grade.
The shotput was also a good event 
for Stream with 12 points.  Lui 
Luamanu showed up again – this 
time with Regan Gubb – in the U16 
shot as they took 2nd and 3rd.  In 
the U15 grade Asafo Aumua and 
Tone Fau’olo also gained 2nd and 
3rd – with 13.00m and 12.87m.
The Long Jump was not so great – 
with only Hemi Waitaiki, first in the 
U16 grade, jumping 5.44m and Matt 
Bastion, third with 5.31m, gaining 
points. It was a similar story in the 
Triple Jump with Tarquin Alatipi 4th 
with 11.48m in the U15 grade and 
Kasey Joe-McIndoe taking a great 
2nd in the U16 grade with 11.86m.
Back on the track in the 100m it 
wasn’t great.  Lester Maulolo won 
the U15 100m in 11.90 and Jack 
Shipp the senior 100 in 11.34 but 
that was it – and that was it for our 
effort to win the shield!  Town 
were making big strides and 
even Coll were struggling.  In 
the Hurdles Lester Maulolo 
won the U15 grade with 15.24, 
Lalovi Leaupepe ran a great 
2nd in the U16 race in 15.26 
and Sola Toomata ran a 
strong senior hurdles in 15.85 
seconds in gaining 2nd place.  
The 1500’s went with Ryan 
Scaife winning his race with 
dominance again in 4min 
39.16, followed by Zelius 
Venter in 3rd.  Daniel Larkin 
picked up a 4th in the U16 
grade in 4mins 30.80 seconds.  
In the 400s we did well with 
Fletcher Greaves winning the 
U16 race in 52.61sec, Jack 
Shipp dominating his rivals 
with a senior win in 51.79 secs 
and Tom England 54.71 and 
Luese Moemai 57.68 taking 

2nd and 4th in the U15 grade.  
However, lack of depth for us was 
exposed and Town had it all in 
excellence and depth.  They had 
the shield wrapped up with an hour 
to go.  They did well.  For us Jack 
Shipp was all class – and stayed 
strong while his fellow sprinters 
struggled.  He was inspirational.   
For the first time in McEvedy 
history a Stream age group got 
zero points.  This was the U14 boys 
who struggled against the speed of 
the Townies and the other athletes 
who were Year 10 but down an age 
group.  It was hard times for the 
Year 9 boys and would take great 
courage to recover from this start 
at the school.  Stream athletes are 
developed – not imported – so we 
have hope for these boys.

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This year’s event was held in fine 
weather!  It meant we had a real 
competition on our hands.  The 
expectation was a big win for 
Town as they were the McEvedy 
Champions. The reality is any 
athlete can only go in three events 
and we knew that played into our 
hands.  We also had a classy group 
of middle distance boys at Year 9 
and Year 10.  This proved to be the 
difference, with our field eventers 
as good as the Townies.  The 
middle distance team were well led 
by Ryan Scaife who was looking to 
race well at the secondary school 
champs in the next few days.  He 
dominated the 800 and 1500 – and 
took a 3rd in the 400 just to make 
it a good training day.  In the Year 
9s it was domination everywhere 
in the 3000, 800 and 1500m.  The 
team of Press, Hunter, Collins, 
Carson, Anderson, Priston and 
Sarten were just superb!  Town 
tried hard but couldn’t cope with 
the Stream machine.  It was terrific.  
The other outstanding result for 
Stream was the greater efforts 
from our sprinters who now looked 
far more confident against the 
sprinters that smashed them at the 
start of the year.  In the relay the 
Year 9 Stream boys almost beat the 
Townies.  There will be a day that 
they will win!

The athletics season finished over the first weekend in April with a team of 15 competing at the North Island 
Champs in Tauranga.  This is a regionally based competition with our boys representing Wellington against the 
best athletes from the other regions in the North Island.  
The outstanding performance at this event for Stream was the win by Fletcher Greaves in the Intermediate 400m 
in 50.40 secs - a PB for Fletcher and a new U16 Stream record.  This came on top of his winning performance 
at the NZ Sec School Champs in December and his domination of the Old Boys and McEvedy events.  Other 
performances of note were achieved by Nathan Moen with 5th in intermediate Javelin with 48.34m a new PB, 
Sola Toomata 5th in the Sen 110 Hurdles and Zelius Venter 6th in the 800m final and a new PB of 2min 3.99 
secs.  Lester Maulolo was ranked 4th in the Int Hurdles but was DQ’d for jumping the gun in the final.

The champs were this year in Dunedin.  The cost was high so the team was not as big as previous years and 
the focus was largely on middle distance. We still had two 400m class acts in Fletcher Greaves and Jack Shipp.  
The emerging Year 9 middle distance team were definite medal contenders in the road race teams event as they 
had dominated the local scene and were just on fire in training over the three months prior to the champs.  The 
formation of the StreamzTC had provided them with the opportunity to be track ready.  
In the three weeks prior to the champs three of our class acts hit problems, two of them major.  Jack Shipp had 
an argument with his appendix – and the appendix won!  Tom Yates had an argument with the bones in his feet 
– the feet won!  Fletcher had a disagreement with his hamstring – and nobody actually won.  It meant that Jack 
and Tom came down to help the boys – and missed out on competing.  This was particularly frustrating for Tom 
who had put in a magnificent year of training, while for Jack it was certainly not part of his buildup for the summer 
ahead.

THE Wellington College First XI
will have their mettle tested this
week.

The 2012 Dragonboating season 
began early , and it had to in order 
to continue the previous team’s 
unbeaten record.
One of the first priorities as a team 
was to set goals. Mr Agnew set 
us a huge challenge right from the 
beginning. He wanted us to retain 
our undefeated record AND also 
become New Zealand champions.
The journey to achieving our goals 
was easily amongst the most 
physically and psychologically 
demanding things any of us had 
ever attempted previously. We 
trained over four times a week, 
rain or shine. Often we would find 
ourselves one of the only boats 
heading out into the teeth of a 
raging Wellington southerly. All 
the early mornings and freezing 
paddling sessions were part of an 
effort by our coaches, Baz Taniwha 
and Chris Fox, to toughen us up for 
the races to come.
Our racing season began with 
the Wellington “Fun Day” regatta. 
Through this day we won all our 
races, including those against men’s 
teams.
Our first true day of serious racing 
was the CollegeSport Wellington 
Dragonboating festival. We won our 

first heats easily, often powering 
ahead by more than a boat length. 
It was in the final that we met our 
first proper challenge. We were 
locked into an even battle with HIBS 
right up until the last quarter. It was 
possible to hear them breathing, 
separated as we were by just a 
metre of water. This was where all 
the trainings came into their own. 
Just as our muscles were beginning 
to scream at us to stop, we drew 
on deep reserves of strength that 
until then we didn’t know existed, 
to power us ahead. Watching the 
surprise on the faces of the HIBS 
stroke pair was priceless.
With the first half of our season 
done we had only one goal left to 
complete: become New Zealand 
champions. To do this we had to 
travel to Auckland to compete in a 
much longer sprint race than we 
were used to. Adding extra difficulty 
was that it was on fresh water, 
which we had never paddled in 
before.
Our race day in Auckland was 
immensely tense. Although we were 
still setting personal bests each 
race, people were still worried that 
it wasn’t going to be good enough. 
(Part of this concern came from a 

misreported time from one of the 
girls teams, leading us to believe 
that we were paddling 10 seconds 
slower than them.) When the time 
came for the final race of the day, 
and the season, the tension at the 
start line was tangible. Halfway 
down the course we knew we 
weren’t doing as well enough. At 
that moment our coxswain made 
the call we wanted to hear. “Full 
Speed.” Finally, for the first time in 
the season we had been given free 
rein. The boat leapt forward, almost 
losing our steerer and we flew 
through the water and across the 
line. We were met with cheers from 
the Auckland crowd who recognized 
a truly great race. 
In the end our time was far better 
than the current New Zealand 
school boys’ record. I, and the 
team would like to thank everyone 
involved for the immense help they 
gave us. To Ms Lawrence and Mrs 
Potts, who fed us and looked after 
us. To Mr Agnew for being up before 
6am most mornings for training. And 
last but not least, to Baz and Chris 
for putting up with our complaining 
and pushing us further than we 
thought we could go.

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The 2012 First XV season can best be described as one that exceeded expectations.  All of the pre and early 
season talk was that the youthful, inexperienced nature of the Silverstream side would not be good enough to 
compete with the power houses of Wellington Secondary School rugby.
