February 4th 2013.  9 short months 
ago we faced a new year,  a new 
beginning.  We were all about 
WR EHJiQ RXU fiQaO \HaU RI WKH 
j ourney of becoming truly Marist 
men.   What we also faced was 
the prospect of change;  personal 
change,  change as a group,  and 
anticipation of what we would 
change,  give n we were now Y ear 
13.
 
We milled around the chapel 
steps–  some of us pleasantly 
anticipated what the year would 
hold,  while others reluctantly 
move d from the summer sun to 
the cool,  dark envi ronment of the 
chapel realizi ng that the freedom 
that they had enj oyed for the past 
two months had come to an end.

Fordyce,  Head of English at St 
Patrick’ s College in Silve rstream,  
has wanted to compete in the 
London race since 1987.
‘‘My wife Linda and I  were livi ng 
ove r there and saw all the runners 
coming down The Mall near 
Buckingham Palace,  and I  thought,

smoking at the time.  I  basically 
q uit then and decided to take up 
running. ’ ’
The couple move d back to New 
Z ealand in 1988,  and Fordyce ran 
Kis fiUsW KaOI�PaUaWKRQ�
He has since run more than 30 
half- marathons,  and two full 
marathons.
He has tried previ ously to enter the 
London Marathon through the ballot 

system but missed out.
He has also tried to win the spot 
prize  at the Wellington half-
marathon for the past few years.
This year he memorised his race 
number,  or so he thought.
‘‘I  looked at my bib and read it as 
1706 .  .  .  but I ’ d transposed the 
numbers and it was 1607.
‘‘When they read out the number,  
I  thought I ’ d missed out,  and then 
they said the winner was Simon,  
and I  thought,  ‘ hey,  another Simon 
won’ .  Then they said Fordyce and I  
couldn’ t believe  it. ’ ’
Word got around his school that 
he had won the trip to London,  but 
there was confusion about what for.
‘‘I t’ s sort of like Chinese whispers,  
because by the time it got around 
the school it came back to me and 
they were saying,  ‘Sir,  are you

1970 -  2013

My story at Silve rstream began 
with a walk along the front of 
Dowling block with the then Rector 
Fr Gerry Gill on a summer morning 
in February in 1970.   I  remember 
the long lines of cars making their 
way to Trentham Race Course prior 
to the building of the ‘rive r road’ .   I  
had been persuasive ly encouraged 
to come to Silve rstream as a 
teacher.  I  was then in my post 
seminary days working for the 
Ju stice Department and intended 
EHFRPiQJ a SUREaWiRQ RIfiFHU� , FaQ¶W 
say it was with much enthusiasm 
as prior to the seminary I  did not 
particularly like my years at Otaki 
College,
but my priest friends at 
Silv erstream were persuasive  and 
I  decided to move  out here and 
little did I  know that it would be 
for the  rest of my working life.  So 
the following Monday after a short 
talk with Fr.   Bernie Fegan I  was 
give n a box of chalk,  a duster and 
a social studies book and I  was 
straight into it.  The lesson was on 
Ancient Egypt about which I  knew 
little.   I t was sink or swim in those 
days.  I  taught in one of the class 
rooms,  now disappeared under 
the North wing of Dowling Block.  
I  found the boys ve ry polite in 
general but the classrooms were 
messy as the boarders recreated 
in the classrooms during and 
after school. I  live d in one of the 
&ROOHJH ÀaWs ZKiFK ZHUH SURYiGHG 
to attract staff and for a lower 
rental I  supervi sed in the Boarding 
School at night time.  Before long 
I  remember being subsumed with 
enthusiasm for the Silve rstream 
ideal,  the priest staff with their 
religious routines and the tireless 
energy of the boys.  I n those days 
the va st maj ority of the 500 odd 
students were boarders and the 
senior prefects ruled the roost.
Encouraged by Brother Raymond 
and Fr Wooller I  became invo lve d 

in the Duke of Edinburgh Award 
which had newly started and 
was introduced into the school 
to replace the defunct Army 
Cadets Scheme.  Colonel Bill 
Meldrum whose son Alex was at 
the school was the architect of 
the organisation and soon groups 
of boys were doing exp editions 
into eve ry part of the Tararua and 
Nelson Lakes National Parks.
Early in 1972 Fr Alex McDonald 
approached me in the staff room 
and said that as I  spoke with a 
foreign accent I  should be the 
one to introduce soccer to the 
College.  Evi dently there had been 
a deputation of parents and boys 
to the Rector,  Fr Minto for the 
introduction of the game at the 
College.  This was opposed by the 
rugby community especially in the 
boarding school and we should 
admit to a kind of social bias being 
behind it.  I t went ahead anyhow 
and we were give n a triangular strip 
of ground in the area of the present 
senior cricket nets.  Mr K eith Milne 
the woodwork teacher erected 
goal posts for us which were in 
the early days often sabotaged 
at night.  I  j oined and trained with 
the Lower Hutt City team at Bell 
Park for exp erience and the city 
coaches Bill Freeman and Bill 
Campbell gave  up many Sunday 
afternoons to getting the senior 
team up and running.  I  studied 
and sat for a Senior Coaching 
&HUWifiFaWH XQGHU %aUU\ 7UXPaQ� 
The HV FA gave  us a lot of support 
aQG iQ RXU fiUsW \HaU ZH ZRQ WKH 
U nder 16 Divi sion playing in rugby 
j erseys.  Today football is strong 
and indeed growing at the College 
and we are among the top colleges 
in Wellington.  Football has its place 
alongside the 1st X V  as the premier 
sports teams at the College.  
The Boyle Trophy is played for 
annually between Rongotai and 
Silve rstream.

The next  deve lopment was my 
marriage to Claire Davi dson,  a St 
Mary’ s old girl from Tawa and the 
sister of two boarders invo lve d in 
WKH 'R( $ZaUG� :H OiYHG iQ WKH ÀaW 
across the road for a year before 
movi ng up into Silve rstream to a 
new home where we have  been 
eve r since.  I t was Colin Marsland 
who came exci tedly into class 
one day with a newspaper item 
about our engagement as I  vi vi dly 
remember.  Claire and I  have  had 
fiYH FKiOGUHQ aQG RXU WKUHH ER\s 
have  gone through Silve rstream 
and our girls went to Sacred Heart.
So the years passed rapidly.  I  
became the main j unior English 
teacher teaching the 3rd and 4th 
form professional classes.  The 3 P 
classroom was in the area of the 
PaiQ RIfiFH iQ 'RZOiQJ %ORFk� 0U 
Noel Sainsbury,  now a barrister 
in Wellington is one of the many 
names I  remember being in class.  
Later I  was drafted into Senior 
History and can vi vi dly remember 
Bill English a slightly unorthodox 
but ve ry able all- rounder in the 
class.  He got 98%  in Bursary 
KisWRU\ iQ Kis fiQaO \HaU�  , Zas WKH 
staff contact and vi sitor for the 
Wellington boarders which meant 
a few meetings each year in the 
city.  Some staff went all ove r the 
country in this role for the boarders.  
Later the system was adopted for 
the parents coming to the College 
for parent teacher meetings 
especially as the day boy numbers 
grew.
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,W Zas aQRWKHU siJQifiFaQW PRPHQW 
when a certain priest teacher came 
into my room one day and dumped 
a fiOH RI IROGHUs sa\iQJ WKaW WKH 
public speaking portfolio was now 
my responsibility.  That was the way 
things worked back then.  I  readily 
took to this and enj oyed the cut and 
thrust of argument and debating.  
Research in those pre internet 
days was hard work invo lvi ng 
newspapers,  books and real 
research.  There were fewer formal 
debates and often particularly with 
the girls’  schools we arranged for 
eve ning debates in the Assembly 
hall ( modern day library)  to the 
delight of the boarders.  Names 
like Colin Marsland,  Paul McHugh,  
Daniel Tait- Ja mieson,  George 
Lamplough,  Anthony Phillips,  Jo hn 
Dalgety ,  Chris France  spring to 
mind.  We won the Henning Cup a 
few times in the 1980’ s and 1990’ s.  
The Gallagher Cup for senior 
oratory was a key annual eve nt 
and winners like Gordon Noble 
Campbell,  and Paul O’ Flaherty 
again come to mind.  Today the 
competition still exi sts eve n if 
struggling.
I ntegration in the mid 1970’ s 
was an important stage in the 
deve lopment of the College.  I  
remember the Rector going round 
the classrooms asking for the 

TXaOifiFaWiRQs RI WKH WHaFKHUs as WKH 
debate raged in Parliament.  I t was 
strongly opposed by the PPTA and 
others.
The rebuilding and earthq uake 
SURRfiQJ RI WKH &ROOHJH iQ WKH 
early 1990’ s had some negative  
effects but in the eve nt give n the 
eve nts of modern times literally 
might have  save d the College.  
The period of building meant maj or 
disruption for the boarding school 
and thus began a steady fall of 
numbers perhaps reinforced by 
“ Tomorrow’ s Schools”  leading to an 
improve ment in provi ncial schools.  
7RGa\ WKH ERaUGiQJ is FRQfiQHG 
to Redwood House where the 
boys have  indivi dual areas and 
eve ry kind of comfort and support 
and are under a caring and really 
professional leadership.
Such a perspective  give s one 
an insight to many areas of 
deve lopment across the College.  
Take technology it is amazi ng to 
see the evo lution from excl usive ly 
chalk and talk,  to the banda to the 
Gestetner machine,  to the modern 
photocopying technologies which 
began with an incredible clumsy 
devi ce invo lvi ng an acid bath.  
Today we have  reached the stage 
of computers and Data Proj ectors 
in all class rooms and ‘smart 
boards’  in some.  Has it improve d 
teaching?  I t certainly has grown 
the amount of information that 
the students are exp ected to face 
eve ry day.  One lasting impression 
has been the incredible dedication,

Fr Jo hn Greally,  the College Chaplain,  and Fr Barry O’ Connor representing the Marists on the Board of Proprietors 
conducted the ceremony with the participation from staff and students.
0U *HUaUG 7XOO\� WKH 5HFWRU� WXUQHG ³WKH fiUsW sRG´ WR FRPPHQFH WKH SURMHFW aQG WKaQkHG aOO WKRsH ZKR KaG JRW WKH 
proj ect to this stage,  especially the Society of Mary who provi ded core funding to make the dream into a reality.
The contract to build the gymnasium was awarded to Maycroft Construction and was designed by DLA Architects.  
The anticipated date for completion is March 2014.  The new gymnasium will have  two basketball courts,  weight 
training facilities and two classrooms that will provi de opportunities to ext end the sports science lessons for the 
College.
Our exi sting gymnasium has had to be replaced as it is a seismic risk.  I t was built exa ctly 60 years ago and many 
Old Boys have  memories of the arctic winters in it.

“ The gymnasium so often longed for,  so much talked of,  is at last a reality,  a splendid solid reality in steel and 
concrete,  a building of which any school might be proud.  The q uestion of course arises:  How are we going to pay 
for it?  First of all,  the New Z ealand Railways have  taken a piece of property from us for their new line on the other 
side of the main highway.  We hope that compensation due to the College will defray a considerable part of the cost.  
For the rest we have  to rely on our own reve nue and donations of our friends and Old Boys. ”

Taupo and Tongariro 

24 Lev el 2 Geographers departed 
Stream on Monday 13th May 
heading for the Tongariro V olcanic 
Env ironment.  Our trusty bus had us 
at Taihape in no time for a q uick lunch 
break.  After Waiouru the trip across 
the Desert Road was awesome.   
Crystal clear skies and snow on the 
tips of the mountains made for a 
superb backdrop.  We arriv ed into 
Lake Taupo Christian Camp to set up 
in our lux urious lodges.   

Day two:  we had an early breakfast 
before hitting the road and heading 
for the start of the Tongariro Sub 
Alpine Crossing.   The weather gods 
had smiled upon us as the day 
was nearly perfect –  light winds 
and clear skies.   The anticipation 
grew as the bus wound up the road 
towards the Mangatepopo V alley.   
$IWHU a TXiFk saIHW\ EUiHfiQJ� ZH 
started the 20 kilometre j ourney.

After a tasty lunch 
of Pho noodles we headed to 
Cholon ( Chinatown district)  and 
the Cantonese Thien Hau Pagoda.

which consists of an ‘incredible 
underground tunnel network 
constructed by V ietnamese

American wars. ’  No doubt the 
KiJKOiJKW IRU WKH ER\s Zas fiUiQJ 
AK 47s.  After lunch we stopped at 
Tay Ninh and v isited the Cao Dai 
Great Temple.
After breakfast on Day 5 we took 
a sKRUW ÀiJKW WR WKH FHQWUaO SRUW 
city of Danang.  On arriv al we 
stopped at China Beach and then 
ascended the Marble Mountains,  
µfiYH saFUHG KiOOs FRQWaiQiQJ GR]HQs 
of Buddhist shrines v isit’ ,  before 
proceeding to Hoi An,  a maj or 
Asian trading port in the 17th and 
18th.  Hoi An was stunning and 
relax ed,  appreciated by the group 
after the hubbub of Ho Chi Minh 
City.  The hotel swimming pool was

On Day 6 ( J uly 18)  we made the 
three- hour bus j ourney to My 
Lai V illage,  site of the infamous 
massacre during the American 
War.  The massacre occurred on 
16 April 1968 with 504 women,  
old men,  children and babies 
mindlessly slaughtered by 
American soldiers.  I t was somber 
but essential ex perience for our 
boys.  
Day 7 saw us make the short 
ex cursion out of Hoi An to the 
‘cultural highlight of Central 
V ietnam’ ,  the temple complex  
at My Son.  Granted U NESCO 
World Heritage status in 1999 
the tower- temples were the seat 
of the Champa K ingdom for the 

maj ority of its ex istence between 
the 4th and 13th centuries.  I t was 
aOsR WKH siWH RI KHaY\ fiJKWiQJ 
during the American War and we 
v iewed ex tensiv e ev idence of this 
throughout the complex .
On Day 8 ( Saturday J uly 20)  
we said goodbye to Hoi An and 
drov e ov er the stunning Hai V an 
mountain pass and headed north 
to Hue,  the former imperial capital 
of V ietnam.  The ancient citadel 
µUHÀHFWs WKH SRPS aQG FHUHPRQ\ 
of the dynastic rulers as well as 
the scars of many years of turmoil,  
both ancient and modern. ’  On 
the Sunday we took a relax ing 
boat cruise up the Perfume Riv er,  
stopping off at the Thien Mu 
Pagoda and continuing on to the 
tomb of the emperor Minh Mang .  
We spent the afternoon ex ploring 
the Old City on cyclo bikes.
We drov e from Hue to Danang 
on Day 10,  and took a short

Day 11 was Tuesday J uly 23 
and presented an opportunity 
to ex plore Hanoi.  The highlight 
of this day was our v isit to the 
PaXsROHXP RI WKH KisWRUiF fiJXUH 
and father of modern V ietnam,  Ho 
Chi Minh.  Other stops included the 
One Pillar Pagoda and picturesq ue 
West Lake and the six th century

One of the main goals for the 
library in 2013 was for it to become 
a more inclusive  place.  We wanted 
the library to be for the whole 
school community regardless of 
background,  ability,  or access to 
technology.  We also wanted to 
help students and teachers come 
to understand that the library is a 
social place;  a place for people,  
connection and communication,  
ZKHUH UHÀHFWiRQ� GisFXssiRQ� aQG 
conve rsation are promoted and 
celebrated.  

We have  been able to make some 
good headway with this goal in 
2013 due in part to being able to 
upgrade much of the furniture,  
implementing a change in layout 
and by using student vo ice to guide 
many of the book purchases for the 
library.  The refurbishment of library 
furniture has helped make it a more 

social and comfortable envi ronment 
for the students.  

The ottoman seating and higher 
tables with stools are particularly 
popular with the boys.   We are ve ry 
grateful to Old Boy,  Mr Jo hn Patrick 
Corby who attended Silve rstream 
in the 1940s,  for his generous 
beq ueath which enabled the 
purchase of this furniture.  

Chess has seen a resurgence 
amongst many students and the 
library is the centre for tightly fought 
tournaments.  This contributes 
to the more social nature of the 
library and has drawn students into 
the library who may neve r have  
crossed the threshold before.  A 
particular highlight has been the 
competitions between the students 
and the Rector,  with the Rector 
always being gracious in defeat.

We now have  28 computers 
ava ilable for students to facilitate 
better access to information for 
research purposes.  One of the 
main goals for 2014 will be to 
concentrate more on research skills 
for students and staff alike and 
havi ng the technology ava ilable will 
be integral to this work.  We have  
had a big screen televi sion installed 
where from 2014 we hope to run 
book trailers of different authors 
each week,  be able to showcase 
UHFHQW SXUFKasHs aQG SURfiOH 
books releva nt to learning in the 
classrooms.

At times the most popular books 
aUH À\iQJ RXW WKH GRRU WKH PiQXWH , 
fiQG WKH WiPH WR FRYHU aQG FaWaORJXH 
them.

This is the old fashioned type of 
problem that many of us from the 
70’ s or before remember as Maths.   
,W PaGH Xs WKiQk�  )RU PaQ\ RI Xs 
it tested our perseve rance.   For 
some of us it prove d to be either 
strangely obvi ous or mysterious.   
I n essence,  one such problem 
would identify the many aspects 
of indivi dual intelligence that all of 
us possess to a lesser or greater 
degree.   

The challenge that faces 
Mathematics in the classroom in 
2013 is in staying j ust as releva nt 
-  or irreleva nt depending on 
your opinion of such problems.   
Whateve r is your opinion of mind-
challenging chocolate scenarios 
they do engage a persons’  interest 
and their intellect.   

For many of our students 
Mathematics has become 
under NCEA a credit gathering 
exe rcise.   There is still that sense 
of accomplishment,  but it usually 
comes from the gaining of 3,  4 or 
eve n 5 credits at hopefully Merit 
Leve l or the eve n more satisfying 
Exce llence Leve l.   Trends across 
NZ  schools indicate that Maths 
with Calculus at Y ear 13 is losing 
popularity –  not because it is 
GiIfiFXOW� ZKiFK iW is� EXW EHFaXsH iW is 
easier to gain Merit or Exce llence 
in Maths with Statistics.   

Our focus at St Pat’ s ove r the last 
few years has been in regaining a 
student’ s contact with “ chocolate 
problems” .   This has been a 
Ju nior focus as we too,  as a 
department,  are drive n as much 
as the students at Senior leve l 
by NCEA.   From 3- D group work 
with Y ear 9 classes to period- by-
period detailed programmes of 
work the Maths staff have  worked 
on enq uiry proj ects to make a 
difference.

We are certainly 
fortunate to have  them not only 
as tutors and mentors but also 
as active  professional performers 
within the Music industry,  thereby 
contributing to the releva nce and 
prov iding the inspiration to aspiring 
musicians.

The senior Music students have  
organize d a Winter Concert Series.  
Eve ry second week,  during that 
season,  students performed to 
their peers during lunchtimes.   This 
prov ed to be ve ry successful and 
ZH ZiOO GHfiQiWHO\ EH FRQWiQXiQJ iW 
nex t year.
